Vice-Chair Lucy Edwards calls the meeting to order at 6:33 p.m.  

PRESENT: Vice-Chair Lucy Edwards, Selectmen Representative Rick Wolf, Richard Bojko, Betty Smith, Lee Baldwin, Alternate Ken Rick, Planner Matthew Sullivan, and Board Administrator Linda Smith.

ABSENT: Chairman Robert Strobel, Victoria Parmele, and Alternate Joseph McCaffrey

MINUTES: 
June 11, 2015
Mr. Bojko makes a motion, second by Ms. B. Smith, to approve the minutes of June 11, 2015, with the following amendment:
Page 4: Add: the omitted content from TRC comments.

Sherburne Hill Road-Scenic Road Public Hearing
Ms. Edwards states that the public hearing for the scenic road has been rescheduled to July 23, 2015, at 6:00 p.m. She notes that the amount of trees that meet the statutory requirements has increased. Mr. Bojko asks how the trees are marked as he believes that there may have been some changes made. 

Ms. L. Smith explains that trees slated to be cut are marked with orange paint. Mr. Wolf believes that the trees were marked with yellow and orange markings; however, he believes that all are now marked with orange. Ms. Edwards suggests members take another look at the area as there have been changes made. 

In addition, Ms. L. Smith states that the reason for the postponement was due to some confusion of the statute as to how the trees to be cut were measured. She states that the trees are measured by circumference not by diameter. She states that the amount has increased from 28 trees to almost every tree, approximately 90. She states that the public notice was redone to include this new amount. Mr. Wolf states that he believes that the amount of properties affected is approximately 12, with one being town property.    

The maps of the area noting the specific trees to be cut will be available for review after the meeting. 

CASE: 15-04: Kristen and Simon Hales, 258 First NH Turnpike. Map 231/Lot 9. Applicants seek a minimal impact site plan to operate a dance studio within the existing Northwood Garage building. (Current property owner Piper Cove Properties, LLC.)

Mr. Sullivan states that he does not have an update. He adds that the applicants have not replied to him and have not provided a formal withdrawal letter to the board. Ms. L. Smith states that the Hales did send documentation that they were not planning to move forward with the project on this site as they had found another location. She feels that this would be adequate enough in order for the board to act on the application. Ms. Edwards adds that the board did not accept the application as complete.  

Mr. Bojko makes a motion, second by Mr. Rick, to table Case: 15-04: Kristen and Simon Hales, 258 First NH Turnpike. Map 231/Lot 9, without prejudice. Motion passes unanimously; 6/0.

OTHER:
Staff Items
Rules of Procedure 
Ms. Edwards states that it is required that the board hold two readings of the proposed amendments to the board’s Rules of Procedure in order to make the changes official. She adds that the readings must be done at two consecutive meetings and then the board can adopt the new Rules of Procedures at the July 23 meeting. 

Mr. Sullivan explains that he did receive some minor items that Chairman Strobel would like added. He reads the entire Rules of Procedures. A copy of the Rules of Procedures will be attached to the minutes of this meeting. 

Ms. Edwards states that the first reading of the Northwood Planning Board Rules of Procedure has been completed and the second reading will be done at the July work session.

Application Procedures 
Mr. Sullivan states that he considers the board’s application procedures to be a form, which means that it is not required to read them twice. He suggests that the board vote on these procedures at the same time as voting on the Rules of Procedure. Board members concur. 

Request to Build on a Class VI Road Form
Sauls Realty Trust, Bennett Bridge Rd. Map 218; Lot 29. 
Copies of the necessary materials were provided to all board members for their review and drive-bys. This item will be addressed at the July 9 meeting.
Ms. L. Smith notes that there is frontage on a town road; however, there is a stream and a portion of wetlands on the lot, which is why they are proposing the driveway to be on the Class V portion, which would allow for the home to be built on the back portion where it is much drier. 

Economic Development Committee Update (EDC)
Mr. Sullivan states that the EDC will be meeting July 1. He explains that content is being developed and he has received some content from EDC members. He states that the Land Use section may be the next area to be addressed. He states that he believes that three sections could be completed by the end of the year; Housing, Land Use, Economic Development. Ms. Edwards states that she may be able to move forward with the Natural Resources section with assistance from Mr. Sullivan.

Ms. B. Smith makes a motion, second by Mr. Bojko, to adjourn at 7:20 p.m. Motion passes unanimously; 6/0.
