Acceptance of minutes –January 13, 2015 and February 10, 2015 meetings. 
Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the January 13, 2015 minutes as amended, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.
Selectman Jandebeur made a motion to approve the February 10, 2015 meeting as written, seconded by Chairman Holden. Motion carries; 2/0/1 abstained.
Process various assessing forms and applications

Chairman Holden stated Map 125, Lot 1 an Abatement of 2014 Taxes.  Selectman Bryer stated it looks like they are requesting an abatement in the amount of $265,000. Chairman Holden stated that the Assessor’s notes recommend the abatement request be denied based on the fact that the property was classified as taxable residential property as of April 1, 2014. Selectman Jandebeur stated they purchased the land next to Camp Yavneh at the far end of Lower Deerfield Road and they are going to take that for this coming year because a lot of kids spend the summer there and grandparents or parents would like to come up and spend a week or two in the area. They are going to rent out that property for this coming year. The following year they are considering making that a camp part of Camp Yavneh, for special needs children.
Chairman Holden stated the issue is the sale date which occurred after April 1st. Selectman Bryer stated that he is in agreement with the Assessor. Selectman Bryer made a motion to deny the Abatement as recommended by the Assessor, seconded by Chairman Holden. Motion carries; 2/0/0. Selectman Jandebeur recused himself.

Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the manifest 2015, number 4 dated February 25, 2015 in the amount of $118,638.43, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.

Mr. Lemire presented the board with a Blanket Purchase order for D.L. Docko & Son for rental equipment for plowing, sanding and snow removal. Town Administrator’s Report
Mr. Lemire stated that the Voter’s Guide they had duplicated should be coming out in tomorrow’s Suncook Sun. They had 1800 made.
Mr. Lemire stated that they had some more highway breakdowns; this is on the small one ton again. The repairs have been made. There was an issue with the electronic switch on the backhoe the other day. They are hoping for a break in storms.  He also stated the manifest has approximately $33,000 in snow and ice removal remaining.
Mr. Lemire stated that a reminder that a primary and special election will be held to fill the House seat vacated by Brian Dobson will be held Tuesday, March 31st. and Tuesday, May 19th, respectively. Elections will be held at the Town Hall and the polls will be open from 7:00a.m. to 7:00p.m.  Selectman Bryer stated that he would like to go on record stating that he will be on a business trip on March 31st that he is required to attend for his work. He will not be available to work the polls.

Mr. Lemire stated that the Town Report is complete and is at the printers. He uploaded an electronic version to the web-site yesterday for the public to view.

Mr. Lemire stated that after several weeks of uploading, correcting and working with The UNH vendor that is helping the Department of Revenue Administration (DRA), we were able to upload all the town’s financial information to the new DRA portal and it has been verified and corrected. He also stated it has been successful and hoping that this transition, while very labor intensive, will make for a seamless process for tax rate setting in the fall.
