Chairman Holden called the Board of Selectmen’s Meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Acceptance of minutes – April 8, 2014 and April 22, 2014 meetings.
Selectman Jandebeur made a motion to approve the minutes of April 8, 2014, seconded by Selectman Bryer. Selectman Bryer stated these minutes were reviewed and based on the response we received from council, these minutes are all in order.
Selectman Jandebeur stated on page 4, line 22 he would like to eliminate one of the “has there”. On page 6, line 24 “Chairman Holden stated to leave it unassigned” Selectman Jandebeur believes it should state “requested to leave it unassigned”. Motion carries 3/0.

Selectman Jandebeur made a motion to approve the minutes of April 22, 2014 as corrected, seconded by Selectman Bryer. Motion carries; 3/0.
Approval of manifest(s)
Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve one of the payroll check registers in the amount $1,317.60, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur.  Motion carries; 3/0.
Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the second payroll check register in the amount of $49,844.59, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.
Approval of purchase orders
Mr. Lemire presented the board with Purchase Order number 9987 for Mainstay Technologies for the final three computers of our technology conversion. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the purchase order to Mainstay Technology in the amount of $2550.90, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.
Mr. Lemire presented the board with Purchase Order number 10840 for Vachon Clukay for the 2013 Audit, MS5 and audited financials. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the purchase order to Vachon Clukay for the 2013 audit, MS5 and financials in the amount of $7,534.85, seconded by Chairman Holden. Motion carries; 3/0.

Mr. Lemire presented the board with Purchase Order number 10842 for Hodgdon & Son for spring grading of the gravel roads. We received three quotes; this was the lowest bidder that could start immediately. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the purchase order to Hodgdon & Son for spring grading of gravel roads, the unit price is $85.00 per hour with the total extended price of $2550.00, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.
Mr. Lemire presented the board with Purchase Order number 10841 for Rochester Truck for repairs and state inspection to the International highway truck. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the purchase order for Rochester Truck in the amount of $7257.52 for repairs and state inspection, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.

Chairman Holden made a motion to come out of non-public session at 6:30 p.m., seconded by Selectman Bryer.

Public Hearing

Final Proposal for the renewal of the Cable Television Franchise Agreement.
Chairman Holden introduced Attorney Katherine Miller who is representing the Lakes Region Cable Consortium and Ms. Moira Campbell who is the Regional Manager of Metrocast.

Chairman Holden stated that the purpose of today’s hearing is to receive the public’s input on the Proposal for Renewal of the Cable Television Franchise with the cable operator in our community Metrocast.  The Board of Selectmen is the franchising authority under New Hampshire law.  Our municipality joined with eleven others in the Lakes Region to form the Lakes Region Cable Television Consortium in order to negotiate with Metrocast as a group. 
This increased the bargaining power of our individual municipality and resulted in a stronger agreement for our residents. We engaged in a process to determine whether Metrocast has complied with the provisions of the current Cable Television Franchise Agreement. We have also ascertained the future cable related needs in interest of the community to inform our negotiations of the renewal Franchise with Metrocast. The proposed Cable TV Franchise Renewal Agreement that is the subject of the hearing today is a product of that work.  
The public has been invited to attend this hearing through the Public Notice which was posted two weeks before the hearing. The proposed Renewal Agreement has been available during that time for public review. Any resident, representative of a local organization, who wishes to speak, will have that opportunity this evening.  Please note that some topics are not included in the proposed Cable TV Franchise Renewal Agreement such as cable rates, channel selection and the town has no jurisdiction over those items. Likewise, the Cable TV Franchise Agreement does not deal with telephone services or internet services provided by Metrocast as those are also outside the jurisdiction of the town.
Attorney Miller, who has represented the consortium and our town’s interests, would like to say a few words about the Cable Franchise Renewal process at this time.  Attorney Miller stated this is a culmination of a process that has taken approximately two years with the twelve towns and cities that are part of the consortium working together and negotiating with Metrocast on the terms of a template document with all the standard terms and then each of the towns was able to customize its own document with its specific needs and interests. 

The document under consideration today is the Franchise Proposal for The Town of Northwood. As mentioned before it was a good process for the town to be able to work with eleven other communities and negotiate for terms that were common for all of them and end up with a strong agreement for the community.  It is a ten year agreement, the franchise fees will continue as they have been for the Town of Northwood and there are options available in the contract, some flexibility in terms of things that can change as things change if the town wishes to do so.
Attorney Miller stated the process was a good one and the end result is a good agreement.  The cable laws are somewhat lopsided in terms of the bargaining power of municipalities versus the cable company so under the circumstances Attorney Miller feels this is the best agreement that the town could negotiate. Attorney Miller stated Town Administrator Lemire attended a lot of these meetings to develop and work this out and she appreciates the participation of all the municipal officials who were part of this. 
Chairman Holden asked if anyone would like to come forward and provide input at this time.  Mr. McCaffrey asked if the Attorney could give a brief look at what the flexibilities are that was referred to that are still open to the town in this agreement. Attorney Miller stated the previous agreement with Metrocast had some provisions written in with regard to how the local access channels were going to be operated. This agreement is a little more flexible and allows the town to make decisions about whether it wants to continue with the current arrangements or change that to a different provider. There is also some flexibility as to the franchise fees. The franchise fees now are at 3% of the revenue from the cable system in Northwood. 3% is paid to the town and town uses that money at this time to defray the costs of the local access programming. Attorney Miller stated the Board of Selectmen has the option of increasing those fees if that is needed at some point up to the maximum of 5%. There are a few places where there is flexibility for the town to be able to tailor the local access channels and the way that information is provided through the local access television so citizens know what is going on in their community.
Mr. McCaffrey asked if the Board of Selectmen have the option to reduce this fee and also if they can increase the fee from 3% to 5% if needed. Attorney Miller replied yes.  Mr. McCaffrey asked if there were limits of how much they can reduce the fee. Attorney Miller replied there are limits on how high it can be, but there is no minimum.
Chairman Holden asked if there were any other members of the public, the board or representative from Metrocast that would like to speak. 

Mr. McCaffrey asked if he could have further information concerning other issues the town has with the provision of service by Metrocast, and what ability does the select board have to address these.  Attorney Miller stated it depends on what the issues are.  If individual subscribers have problems with the service they are receiving, one of the things recommended is that people let the municipal officials know and then they can often contact Moira Campbell who is their government representative and she can often work within the company to get things resolved. 

For individual subscribers, if there are issues about service or things of that nature, there is a way to escalate those within the company to get them resolved more easily.  If there are issues that are more system wide with regard to whether or not Metrocast is complying with the terms of the franchise agreement or whether there has been a breach of the franchise agreement, there are a couple of different enforcement mechanisms.  The first step is to notify Metrocast to see if they can fix it and there is a formal process for a notice and an opportunity to cure the problem that the town and Metrocast would engage in.  If it is not resolved, which would be unlikely, the town has another couple of other enforcement mechanisms, the most drastic of which is to revoke the franchise if there is a breach to the agreement and Metrocast is either unable or unwilling to resolve that, the town has that sort of ultimate weapon. 
Attorney Miller stated the other option if there is an infraction of the franchise agreement, is to call the performance bond, there is a $25,000 performance bond that is part of this agreement and it covers not just construction issues, so if there was problems with the public works in terms of Metrocasts use of the right of way or if there was some damage to the facilities, it covers that, but it also covers all the other terms of the franchise agreement. If franchise fees were not paid and service was not being provided in accordance with the franchise agreement those would be the kind of things that could go through the enforcement process.  It is a relatively muscular enforcement process.

Chairman Holden asked if there were any other comments or questions. Hearing none, Chairman Holden closed the Public Hearing at 6:40 p.m.

Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the Cable Television Franchise Renewal Agreement between the Town of Northwood, NH and Metrocast Cablevision of NH, LLC and to allow the Chairman of the Board to execute the contract on behalf of the Town, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.  
Chairman Holden thanked everyone and Mr. Lemire for the good work that was done on this project. 
Public Hearing

Proposed Preservation Easement Map 231, Lot 13 – 234 First NH Turnpike
Chairman Holden opened up the Public Hearing at 6:45 p.m.

Town Administrator Lemire stated at the last meeting there was a request for a preservation easement for a barn at 234 First NH Turnpike and these preservation easements require a public hearing.  It was duly noticed for public input. This will be the third item on the assessing list for tonight’s meeting. 

Chairman Holden stated this item is a request from the property owner for a preservation easement for their barn. It allows for a reduction in assessment of the barn. We have several in town. It is a provision allowed by the state. The attached RSA confirms this.

Chairman Holden asked if there were any questions or comments in connection with the Public Hearing.  Selectman Jandebeur stated his understanding is that this will reduce the assessment by $4700.00 which will reduce the tax by $115.00.  Mr. Lemire replied correct.

Chairman Holden asked if there were any other comments. Hearing none, Chairman Holden closed the Public Hearing at 6:47 p.m.
Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the reduction in assessment for a discretionary easement on a barn, map 231, lot13, and the reduction will be $4700.00 with a tax reduction of $115.00. Selectman Bryer agrees with the assessor’s recommendation, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.

Process various assessing forms and applications

Selectman Bryer stated there was an Original Warrant for Gravel Tax Levy, April 1, 2013 to March 31, 2014 in the amount of $348.26 for Map 217, Lot 35. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve this, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.
Selectman Bryer stated there was an Elderly Exemption for Map 219, Lot 35. The exemption amount is $87,400 with the annual tax bill being reduced by approximately $2,140. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the elderly exemption, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Selectman Bryer stated on the assessor’s notes that state the application was received by the town on April 16, 2014. The statutory requirement to have an exemption applied to the current tax year is for a submission by April 15th.  Selectman Bryer stated given that it is only a day he would grant this leeway and approve it for this year. 
Chairman Holden stated we have deadlines and thinks that if we do not follow the deadlines consistently; we open ourselves up to potential problems. He stated that he would not support the motion. Selectman Jandebeur stated he agrees with what Chairman Holden is saying. One of the things Selectman Jandebeur is looking at is the process and it seems like we are violating the process too often. Selectman Jandebeur will also vote no. Motion fails; 1/2.
Selectman Bryer asked for clarification stating that it failed for this year, but would it be approved for next year.  Mr. Lemire stated the board may want to take a vote to approve it going forward. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the elderly exemption going forward for the next tax cycle, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur.  Motion carries; 3/0.
Miscellaneous Reports (Treasurer and Road Agent)
The board was provided with copies of the Treasurer’s report and the Road Agent report and a memo and minutes from Highway Advisory Committee.
Miscellaneous Signatures/ Approvals
Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the tax collector warrant for the property tax levy in the amount of $5,808,542.00 with interest at 12% per annually from July 1, 2014 thereafter, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.
Mr. Lemire presented a request from Kathleen Coe, Recreation Director to hire the last of the lifeguards. Joshua Gustafson will be a returning lifeguard and the approval of the board is needed for rehire pending a background check. Selectman Bryer moved the request, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.

Mr. Lemire presented a request of the Fire Department. He stated that the Chair of the board must sign an agreement each year that allows our Emergency Medical Personnel to possess controlled drugs in the treatment of Emergency Medical Care. This document is through Concord Hospital that only requires the signature of the unit owner which is the chair of the board. There are two documents if the board would authorize the chair to sign. Selectman Bryer would like to move the request presented by Town Administrator Lemire and also include allowing the chair to sign on behalf of the board, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Chairman Holden asked when are we going to start seeing aging reports on the ambulance. Mr. Lemire stated there is one due tomorrow from Comstar. Chairman Holden asked if we have received any to date. Mr. Lemire replied yes, he has one which is approximately a month old. Chairman Holden asked if this can become part of our regular distribution. Mr. Lemire will see that it is. Chairman Holden also asked how much money is outstanding. Mr. Lemire stated he does not know at this point. Mr. Lemire stated he did know the balance of the old billing through Concord. It may be $10,000 at this point and Concord is still collecting.  Selectman Bryer asked how much bad debt was written off. Mr. Lemire will get that information for the board. Discussion continued. Motion carries; 3/0.
Appointment of members of Public Safety Center Committee

Mr. Lemire presented a suggestion list to the board for the Public Safety Complex Committee. The only one missing is the Board of Selectmen representative. Mr. Lemire stated back in December of 2011, the board of selectmen approved the positions on the committee.  This document provides recommendations for the names to fill in the positions.  Selectman Bryer asked if these meetings will take place in the evening. Mr. Lemire stated he was not sure, but he assumes it would be ok with the board once they elect their chair. Discussion continued.
Chairman Holden stated for the record, he will read the letter. In December of 2011, the board determined the makeup of the public Safety Complex Committee. We are at the stage where the project needs to commence; hence I have listed below the positions voted by you and the suggested names of those to serve. The Planning Board has been noticed separately and asked for names to be added. You are asked to formally appoint these members so that work may begin on this project.
Please note that our Assistant Building Inspector/health Officer Dale Sylvia has offered to serve as counsel/facilitator for the committee. 
This letter was composed by Town Administrator Lemire on May 13, 2014. It includes Police Chief Glendon Drolet and Fire Chief James Lindquist, Fire Dept. member Nikolas Bassett, Police Dept. member Shane Wells, Police Commissioner Richard Cummings, Board of Selectmen Rep. to be determined, Planning Board Rep. Joe McCaffrey, CIP Committee Rep. Bob Strobel, Emergency Management Dir. Robert Young, Citizen member, Christopher Andrews and Citizen member Michael Matson.
Selectman Jandebeur stated the Planning Board voted in Joe McCaffrey and Bob Strobel from the CIP Committee at their last meeting. Selectman Jandebeur asked if the other people have been asked since 2011. Mr. Lemire stated yes, these are new. Selectman Bryer made a motion to recommend that Selectman Tim Jandebeur sit on the committee, seconded by Chairman Holden. Motion carries; 2/0/1 abstained.
Chairman Holden made a motion to approve the committee based upon the letter dated May 13, 2014 from Town Administrator Lemire, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Selectman Bryer stated he would like to have some commitment or clarification that these meetings are going to be accessible by the public in that these meetings will be held in the evenings so that people from the public wanted to attend the meetings they would not have to leave work to do so. Mr. Lemire concurred. Chairman Holden suggests it be included in the motion. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the committee slate as written also that there be a requirement that these meetings occur after 5:00 p.m.  Selectman Jandebeur stated this is a big project and he would like to see it done very much above board with minutes and everything at the meetings. Selectman Bryer asked how often the committee is going to be meeting. Mr. Lemire stated he has no idea yet. Selectman Jandebeur stated one of the things that he would bring up at the first meeting is some sort of a time line that we look at.  He stated that he has mentioned before that the school bond last payment is June of 2016.  If the recommendation is ready by then and the project is approved, the tax impact may be minimal.

Mr. Lemire stated that it should be a help that Mr. Sylvia, as part of his master’s program is doing the facilitating. Mr. Sylvia has an outline suggestion for the board and will serve as the counsel to the committee.  Selectman Bryer stated due to the magnitude of this project and the potential for going out for a bond, he does not think the meetings need to be taped but would like a recording at the meetings.  Mr. Lemire stated we can check on this. Selectman Bryer made a motion that the meetings be audio taped not visual, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Selectman Jandebeur asked if they have a machine that can be used at the community center if the town hall is being used. Mr. Lemire stated he believes they do. Mr. Strobel affirmed that. Motion carries; 3/0.   
Appointment of regular and alternate members of the ZBA

Mr. Lemire presented the board with a letter from the Northwood Zoning Board of Adjustment dated April 30, 2014 recommending the following appointments: Thomas Lavigne, regular member, term through March 2017 and Robert Bailey, alternate member, term through March 2017. Selectman Jandebeur so moved, seconded by Selectman Bryer. Motion carries; 3/0.

Resignation of Town Planner

Mr. Lemire presented the board with a letter of resignation from the Town Planner, effective May 23, 2014. Selectman Jandebeur made a motion to approve the resignation of the Town Planner with regret effective May 23, 2014, seconded by Selectman Bryer with regret. Chairman Holden read the letter into the record. This letter is dated April 28, 2014 from Elaine Planchet. I hereby resign my position as Town Planner effective May 23, 2014 upon completion of my normal schedule. As you know, the job expectations and schedule requirements have changed over time since my hiring in July, 2006. I leave the position at this time because it no longer meets my personal and professional objectives. Thank you for the opportunity to serve the Town of Northwood. Sincerely, Elaine O. Planchet.  Motion carries; 3/0 with regret. 
Request from Board Administrator on behalf of Budget Committee
Mr. Lemire presented the board with a letter from Board Administrator Linda Smith relative to the Cove Village Representation to the Budget Committee.  He asked Ms. Smith to explain what the request is. 
Ms. Smith stated in this particular case the Budget Committee had requested a legal opinion from New Hampshire Municipal Association some months ago because a question arose relative to the Cove Village District representative on the Budget Committee.  Ms. Smith stated that legal opinion was provided and Ms. Smith had asked for a follow up based on some feedback she had received from them as a point of clarification. That legal opinion was provided to the Budget Committee and subsequently the Budget Committee made a motion at their meeting and a letter was sent to the Cove Village District regarding the matter. 
Ms. Smith stated that the question here is whether to release the lawyer’s opinion to the chairman of the Cove Village District, Mr. Brad Hall, as he had requested a copy.  Because there was no vote at the Budget Committee to make it a public document Ms. Smith contacted the attorney at NH Municipal Association whether it should be considered public and the response was they felt that in this particular case because the Board of Selectmen are actually representing the town as members of the NH Municipal Association, that it would be up to the Board of Selectmen, to vote to disclose the legal opinion as a public document.  Discussion continued.
Selectman Bryer stated he is assuming a representative from the district would be on the Budget Committee since the water district is on the Budget Committee.  Ms. Smith stated the question that arose was whether a person who is not a commissioner may be their legal representative on the Budget Committee.  The Budget Committee did vote and sent a letter to the Cove Village District. Ms. Smith provided a copy of the letter to the board. Discussion continued. 
Ms. Smith stated she had the vote of the Budget Committee from their minutes. Chairman Holden stated that in his opinion, it is irrelevant to this issue. Selectman Bryer stated he does not have an issue with the letter sent by the Budget Committee and he does not think there is anything in the letter that really needs to be confidential. Ms. Smith stated she felt it was necessary procedurally to get the board’s vote to disclose that. Selectman Bryer made a motion to release the opinion to the public, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur.  Ms. Smith stated the e-mail was Attorney Fillmore’s response and was provided to the Budget Committee only. Ms. Smith also stated the School Board Representative and the Board of Selectmen’s Representative had a copy.  Discussion continued. Selectman Jandebeur withdrew his second and Selectman Bryer withdrew his motion. Selectman Bryer stated for the record this is a public document. Selectman Jandebeur agreed. Chairman Holden stated the board in its entirety supports this and does not think a motion is appropriate. 
Informational Items
Mr. Lemire provided copies of the Informational items to the board. He stated he sent a letter to the Mead Field owner regarding ball field loam. Selectman Jandebeur asked Mr. Lemire if he could call the owner regarding the loam. Mr. Lemire replied yes.
Mr. Lemire stated that he, on behalf of the board, sent a letter to the President of Nashua Community College thanking staff for their efforts for the work that was done on the town vehicle. The cost was $2,000 and they just sent us a $300 check because they thought they over charged us, so it ended up costing $1700 to completely overhaul that vehicle.

Mr. Lemire stated we received a letter from Ready Rides thanking us for 2014 contribution.
Mr. Lemire stated we did hear from our other two congressional members on the letter we sent relative to the vote to get money out of politics.

Mr. Lemire stated today we received notification from the Community Development Finance Authority that money for the project that was requested for Loon Estates has been denied because there was insufficient funds available in this CDBG round to fund the project. 

Town Administrator’s Report
Mr. Lemire stated the new mower has arrived and he wanted to thank the highway crew as they started the grounds for all town buildings this week.   Our painting program is ongoing in the building and we will be moving to other areas.  The bids for the Fire Station Roof are due May 19, 2014 by 3:00 p.m. The bids for the Paving for Town Hall have been put on Construction Summary and are being advertised this week. There will be a site walk May 23, 2014. These bids are due on May 30, 2014 by 9:00 a.m. We are requiring the project to be done by July 1, 2014. 
Chairman Holden asked if this requires a base be put in. Mr. Lemire indicated that they will attempt to reconstruct all sections that need it and overlay others. Discussion continued. 
Mr. Lemire stated our town historian, Joann Bailey, came in today and brought a picture of Johnson’s field.  She is very concerned because there was a new “For Sale” sign that was put up in that field, and she feels if we lose that field we will never get it back.  Ms. Bailey would like conservation, board of selectmen, planning board, etc. to all know and would like something done to preserve that land. Selectman Jandebeur asked if there were some options that Ms. Bailey has proposed. Mr. Lemire asked Ms. Bailey and she mention some conservation easements, etc. but stated that would cost money. Mr. Lemire stated he does not believe she has specific items, but she is looking for assistance from any of the boards or any agencies that could provide some type of help.

Individual Selectman’s Report
Chairman Holden – Nothing to report.
Selectman Jandebeur – Selectman Jandebeur stated he attended a really interesting seminar and wanted to present the board and Mr. Lemire with information he brought back. Selectman Jandebeur stated it was extremely informational with a lot of good discussion on the needs of New Hampshire going forward.  It also talked about housing predominately but the fact that we have lost, 30,000 just in good jobs.  We are replacing the good jobs that we have lost to China with a lot of jobs that are service jobs and they are part-time with no benefits. 
Selectman Jandebeur stated he did go around with Ms. Coe and looked at the beaches and ball fields. He stated that Ms. Coe has some very good ideas.  He stated that there are two soccer fields, top and bottom and that the bottom field is in pretty good shape, all that is needed is to roll that particular field. The other field needs some rocks removed that are showing and needs some soil. The issue on the picnic area is perfect for what Ms. Coe wants to do with it. It could be done at very little cost, removing very few trees, a couple of beeches and two dead ones.
Selectman Jandebeur stated he had hoped to talk to the Conservation Commission at their last meeting but did not get to do that. Selectman Jandebeur believes with a little effort, a row of boulders could be put where it separates the beach from the upper area where the grass is on Northwood Lake Beach, so that we would not get as much erosion as we are getting now, and it could be done very inexpensively. The other area, Mary Waldron Beach, when they pave the problem should be taken care of, if not, a couple hours with a backhoe could fix the issues at that beach.
Selectman Bryer – Selectman Bryer stated he attended the last Economic Development Committee meeting which was actually recessed until tomorrow. He believes they made some progress on the directory and his understanding is they did the split of the two categories. Mr. Lemire stated yes and he would like to thank Ms. Smith and Ms. Young for working on that. It is now all set up. Mr. Lemire notified the chair of the Economic Development Committee that this was taken care of.
