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Northwood Board of Selectmen
                                               Minutes of June 10, 2014


Chairman Holden called the Board of Selectmen’s Meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Roll Call:  Chairman Robert Holden; Selectman Timothy Jandebeur, Selectman Scott Bryer and Town Administrator Brent Lemire. 
Mr. Howard Pearl led the pledge of allegiance.
Citizen’s Forum
No citizen’s present.
Appointments
Mr. Howard Pearl – Candidate for NH State Senate
Mr. Pearl stated that he was running for the District 17 State Senate seat. He stated he was a fourth generation farmer from Loudon, NH and he farms approximately 100 acres of various produce items.
Mr. Pearl currently serves as a delegate for Merrimack County and also serves as the Treasurer for the NH Maple Producer Association. He is also on the ZBA in his town and he currently serves as the Vice President for The Speedway Children’s Charity Foundation in Loudon. He stated they raise approximately a quarter of a million dollars a year that they donate to different children’s groups throughout New England through a grant process. 
Mr. Pearl stated the reason he was running for State Senate as the current Senator and himself have a different philosophical view for the State of New Hampshire from taxes to personal rights that are guaranteed by the constitution to social issues. Mr. Pearl stated he is concerned with the growth of our government, it has gotten very large and is getting bigger and bigger all the time and he stated he is not a big government person; he is a local control person. Mr. Pearl went on to explain his views on several different issues.
Mr. Pearl also stated that he is concerned that our government is spending more money than it is taking in. He stated that we do not have a revenue problem, we have a spending problem. He thinks that the state is not using our money efficiently or wisely. He feels that there are many efficiencies that he has had to find in his own business to stay competitive and thinks the state needs to do the same. He went on to express his views about businesses in New Hampshire.
Mr. Pearl also stated he is concerned with the direction that our state took concerning Medicaid expansion and the Affordable Care Act, which is another concern he has with our current senator and current leadership is that the single biggest issue that faced our state this year was Medicaid expansion and our current senator voted one way in committee and another way on the floor, he seems to be having an issue being truthful with the voters and his vote is his voice and you cannot tell where he is. He continued explaining his platform on second amendment rights and how he will vote to guarantee them.
Mr. Pearl asked if there were any concerns or questions. Selectman Bryer stated that he disagreed with Mr. Pearl’s remarks about business in New Hampshire as the Northeast, including New York has one of the best tax structures for business in this part of the country. Selectman Bryer stated whenever you cut spending at the state level it ends of resulting in further cost to the local property owner and increases the property taxes for the residents. Selectman Bryer does not feel there is a spending problem at the state. He feels New Hampshire has a very good tax structure and asked Mr. Pearl where he would look to trim at the state. 
Mr. Pearl stated he does not have a specific item that he would want to cut, he feels there are efficiencies that can be gained along the way and that is what he has had to do in his own business. Mr. Pearl stated right now we rank 23rd in the Nation as far as a business friendly state. He feels this does not put us in the top, he feels that puts us right near the middle and he is not happy with the middle.  Selectman Bryer asked how we ranked with our neighboring states. Mr. Pearl did not know that and stated he was referring to our tax structure, and feels we can do better if we want to attract business and grow jobs and our economy here. 
Chairman Holden asked that, if he votes for Mr. Pearl and you are successful in your bid, and have the opportunity to take action on some of these horrible looking rest areas along the road, what action would he take. Mr. Pearl stated he thinks they are important, as we are a tourist state and that is what we build ourselves as, so he thinks it is important that we need to maintain them where possible. He stated it would be impossible for him to give an answer; they would all need to be looked at.  He knows the one on Route 4 has been closed for a while and is not sure of the answer to that. He would certainly be in favor of making them available for the public to use as much as we can financially support.
Selectman Jandebeur stated that business wise he agrees with Mr. Pearl that we are 23rd as far as taxes and there is a lot of states that bring in businesses because they give them a break on taxes.  Selectman Jandebeur stated his concern for business is electricity costs, and stated that we have one of the most convoluted and expensive energy systems in the country. He thinks we might be 3rd in the nation for high energy cost which makes no sense to him considering the amount of electricity that flows through our state.  Selectman Jandebeur asked what Mr. Pearl he would do to work to bring down the energy costs in our state so that businesses would locate here and flourish, as energy is a large part of the cost of owning a business.  Mr. Pearl stated one of the key elements would be to get a better natural gas supply here. He also stated we need to work on green energy as well, where it applies. Discussion continued.
Ms. Patricia Conway – Candidate for County Attorney
Ms. Conway stated she was a registered Republican and resides in Salem, New Hampshire with her husband and two children. She has lived in New Hampshire since the age of six; her parents moved them from Massachusetts to New Hampshire. Ms. Conway stated she attended Timberlane Regional High School and obtained her bachelor’s degree from Rivier College which is now called Rivier University in Nashua and after that attended Suffolk University Law School. 
Ms. Conway stated while she was in law school she interned at the Suffolk County District Attorney’s Office and it was there that she got her first taste of prosecuting criminal cases. She loved it and found that she had a passion for it. Ms. Conway stated when this internship was completed she interned at Rockingham County Attorney William Hart’s Office, while she was still in law school. She was able to conduct jury trials while serving as an intern. Ms. Conway stated when she graduated from law school and passed the bar exam, she continued to intern at the Rockingham County Attorney’s Office. When a paid prosecutorial position opened up in Plymouth, New Hampshire, she applied for the job and she was hired. In Plymouth her title was Plymouth Area Prosecutor and she was essentially District Court Prosecutor. She prosecuted misdemeanor and violation level offenses at the District Court level for approximately thirteen police departments surrounding the Plymouth area and worked very closely with the police departments and was on call 24/7. 
Ms. Conway stated that in 1999, after approximately two years of being in Plymouth, she received a call from The Rockingham County Attorney’s Office and she was offered a position as an Assistant County Attorney. Ms. Conway has been with the Rockingham County Attorney’s Office as an Assistant County Attorney since then. In 2003 she was promoted to lead prosecutor with a number of responsibilities other than prosecuting cases. She serves as a liaison between her office and ten different police departments and is also the lead prosecutor in the seacoast area.
Ms. Conway stated she also organizes and conducts grand jury activities for the seacoast area and supervises other attorneys and staff in the office. She also reviews and edits indictments drafted by other prosecutors. Ms. Conway assists the County Attorney and Deputy County Attorney in making hiring and firing and policy making decisions and conducts evaluations for the people she supervises and she prosecutes cases.  The cases that she prosecutes at the County Attorney’s Office are felony level cases. Ms. Conway stated she prosecutes anything from sexual assaults to serious physical assaults, attempted murders, negligent homicide, manslaughters, and internet crimes against children. She has prosecuted in all the district courts in this county as well as in the Superior Court. Ms. Conway stated she feels she has proven herself starting as an intern and rising to the lead prosecutor. She also stated she has dedicated the last fifteen years of her life to obtaining justice for the citizens in this county and is passionate about their mission. 
Ms. Conway stated one thing she does know after being a prosecutor for so long is that crime devastates communities and that is why it is imperative for this community and all the communities in Rockingham County to have a strong County Attorney. They need someone who understands what it takes to reduce crime and recidivism, someone who understands what it takes to prosecute the felony level cases that come into our office. Ms. Conway continued explaining her views on the position and responsibilities.
Ms. Conway stated additionally the County Attorney must draft and implement policy and supervise 38 staff members, which includes Attorney’s, legal assistants, victim advocates and investigators. The County Attorney also has to maintain and oversee a budget of just over three million dollars; the County Attorney also has to oversee the entire grand jury process. The County Attorney chooses a Deputy County Attorney and must maintain a good positive working relationship with all 37 local police departments in the county as well as the state agencies.
Ms. Conway also understands that as a County Attorney she would have an obligation to the tax payers of this county to make sure that they are fulfilling our obligations in a physically responsible manner. 
Ms. Conway continued explaining her views on strengthening the office but providing training programs, and stated she believes that the citizens of this county have the right to know that their county attorney is working hard to keep this county a safe place to live and raise a family. Ms. Conway stated if elected as our County Attorney she promises to do everything she can to give the citizens of Rockingham County what Rockingham County gave to her and her family so many years ago and that is a safe place to live and a chance of a better life.

Selectman Chris Bowes (Epsom) – response to our invitation to discuss issues

Mr. Lemire stated that the Board of Selectmen in Epsom did reply to the letter and consent to meet with the board and intended to be here tonight, but their delegate, Mr. Bowes is a pilot and he was rescheduled to work. He did conduct a courtesy visit today and expressed his condolences that he could not make the meeting tonight, but will be here on June 24, 2014. He did request information on milfoil and invasive species. Mr. Lemire shared some of Mr. Kreider’s information with him and Mr. Bowes was very pleased with this. 

Chairman Holden stated maybe we could send a letter out to the Northwood Lake Watershed Association, Jenness Pond Association to let them know the meeting will be occurring and maybe invite people from Northwood and Epsom to participate. Maybe if the people in Epsom get behind the push, maybe the Board of Selectmen will be a little more engaging than they have been. Mr. Lemire stated he thinks they have had preliminary conversations and they have been positive. This is a newer board and they were unaware of a lot of issues.
Mr. Hal Kreider – Economic Development Committee issues

Mr. Kreider listed the items he wanted to discuss with the board and they are The Business Directory, Real Estates listings, logistics and bylaws. Mr. Kreider assumes they can spend their budgeted amount this year and stated he wanted to talk to the board about what their thoughts about the Economic Development Committee activities were and give them some input because it may affect how they spend their money.

Mr. Kreider stated they are going to take a three prong approach to the Business Directory. The first is a visitor’s guide which is a draft at this point, the second would be a home listing which would include more of the businesses and the third would be the web version, where they would try a couple of different things and he will work with Mr. Lemire on what their options are on that. Mr. Kreider stated their goal is to have the Visitors Guide out in time for the Fourth of July weekend.

Mr. Kreider stated that when they did their budget last year they stated they wanted to do a Business Directory but nothing was put in the budget for this. The last time the directory was done they were able to get someone to print it for them at no cost. Mr. Kreider stated given the approach they are taking, they are thinking that they should pay for the visitor guide version themselves and approach someone to print the business version as a community service. Mr. Kreider shared the details of the costs and timetable
Mr. Kreider feels there will be some feedback and some improvements. Mr. Kreider is in favor of producing the first 2500 knowing that we may end up spending another like amount and that would be more costly but we think it may be more effective in doing it this way. Mr. Kreider stated the reason he mentioned the other three options is that if we are not successful on getting someone to sponsor the other version then they may be back for money for this too. He continued to detail the plans.
Ms. Dole showed the board a very quick mark up and it would be double sided. She also stated there are a handful of businesses that also had web sites listed on the master spread sheet that are not included on this pamphlet primarily for space reasons. Discussion continued on the handouts. Selectman Bryer asked if a map was going to be put on the backside. Mr. Kreider stated no because it would result in additional pages. Selectman Bryer asked if they could do a double sided. Ms. Dole stated it would be double sided.  Discussion continued. 

Chairman Holden stated he liked the idea of saving $70.00 but thinks it is important that you have the ability to make an adjustment as these things go out.  Discussion continued on the list. Selectman Bryer stated he thinks it is a good idea to save money but thinks it is a good idea to do the half size one so then if changes need to be made and you want to do more, you can adjust them. Ms. Dole stated there was a new business in town at the east end called Ma’s and Mine. Mr. Lemire stated he went there today, introduced himself and received their form and it has been entered on the updated spreadsheet. 
Selectman Jandebeur stated he wondered if the business name could be a little bolder versus the address. Ms. Dole stated yes and will note it. Discussion continued on the layout. Selectman Jandebeur asked how much they had left in their budget. Mr. Lemire stated he believes they have approximately $300. Chairman Holden stated that when we look at the budget each year there is some type of shared recognition that the town would participate. Mr. Lemire stated he is sure we could work together to come up with a solution to that problem. Discussion continued. 
Chairman Holden stated that he would request that the money is posted to the proper account and that the Economic Development Committee overspent. Selectman Jandebeur made a motion to approve spending $350 extra on the Economic Development Committee printing of the brochure, seconded by Selectman Bryer. Motion carries; 3/0.
Discussion continued.

Mr. Kreider stated two or three years ago they talked about having our web site list the available commercial real estate with the grandfathered or approved use included. He stated they just cannot seem to get to it. Mr. Kreider stated it was mentioned that they would be getting some help from the Regional Economic Development people but he feels that is not something they would deal with and he would like to get the listing prepared. Discussion continued. Chairman Holden stated he would like the selectmen’s minutes to reflect to request and to keep this current.
Mr. Kreider mentioned logistics, that sometimes Selectman Bryer cannot get to the meeting on time and so the people are left waiting. Selectman Bryer stated he was 5 minutes late. Mr. Kreider stated there were times we went down to Cooper Hill to hold the meeting. Chairman Holden stated there was an easy solution; we can issue a key to the Chairman of the Economic Development Committee. Mr. Kreider stated ok.

Mr. Kreider stated the fourth item on the list was the bylaws. He feels Selectman Bryer is more versed to speak about this. Selectman Bryer stated in the bylaws, the committee right now is seven, one selectman, one from the planning board and one from the budget committee and four public members. They would like to amend the charter which would require our approval to nine members and would like to have the ability to add people that live outside of town but have a business interest in town so that they can receive feedback from people who actually operate businesses in town but may not live in town.  Discussion continued.
Selectman Bryer stated he was very open to the concept. Selectman Jandebeur asked if we had anything on paper. Selectman Bryer stated no. Selectman Bryer stated before he makes a motion we should see how the board feels. The board members did not have a problem with this. Selectman Bryer thinks the committee should go back and prepare a charter that we can actually approve. Mr. Kreider stated they have several drafts and would like to go back to the committee and give the board a final recommendation to vote on. Mr. Kreider stated they do not have a meeting until July and will provide the information for the Selectmen’s July meeting. Discussion continued. 

Selectman Jandebeur wanted to readdress the printing. He stated recently he did a mailer that went into the Suncook Sun; he did 2000 on colored paper for way under the cost of $100. Selectman Jandebeur stated you can buy colored paper on line for $7 plus for a ream and was wondering if it would not be cheaper. He stated we could buy colored paper and print it on the town printer far cheaper than $350. Mr. Lemire was asked how much we pay per copy. Mr. Lemire stated he did not know and would have to check it out. Ms. Dole stated even though she likes the idea, part of the price is also for folding.
Unfinished Business

Paving Bid recommendation from Highway Advisory Committee
Mr. Lemire provided the board with a summary sheet.  Chairman Holden stated we received five bids, R&D Paving, Inc., Busby Construction, Capital City Paving, Inc., Advanced Excavating & Paving and All Phase Paving.  It appears that two of the five bidders meet specifications by being state pre-qualified and three of the bidders do not.
Selectman Jandebeur stated he was not sure if this is true, but they did not supply us with any information, so they did not follow our requirements of the bidding process. The only two we felt that met our process was the bids from Busby Construction and Advanced Excavating & Paving. Selectman Jandebeur stated they looked at these bids at length. He also stated that everyone is very familiar with Busby Construction and Busby uses Wolcott Paving.  The Highway Advisory Committee felt this was a strong bid.  Selectman Jandebeur stated the committee voted unanimously for Busby Construction.
Selectman Jandebeur stated he wanted to bring up depth that they were going down when grinding. The only issue that will come up or could come up is if they hit clay.  If that happens, it all will have to be removed, it cannot be reconstituted. Crushed stone would have to be brought in which could raise the price a little. It is clay that stays moist and when it freezes it expands and causes a lot of subsurface problems.  Chairman Holden stated if we are going to spend $35,000 $40,000 we at least want to give it a base that is going last a few years.
Selectman Jandebeur stated he personally called Busby Construction and spoke to a gentleman there and he does not think there is any problem. Selectman Jandebeur stated what he was told at committee meeting about clay was absolutely correct. Discussion continued.
Chairman Holden stated in essence as it has worked out that the two bidders that are New Hampshire pre-qualified are the two low bidders.  Mr. Lemire replied correct. Chairman Holden stated Busby Construction bid was $34,344.00 and Advanced Excavating & Paving’s bid was $39,720.00.  Busby Construction did have a $327.00 add for the walkway. Selectman Jandebeur made a motion to approve the Busby Construction bid for repaving the outdoor parking lot and driveway in the amount of $34,671.00 which includes the walkway, seconded by Selectman Bryer. 
Selectman Jandebeur stated there was a gentleman that he knows that seemed to know a lot about this type of work and how to issue an RFP, and he has made a suggestion. Selectman Jandebeur thinks we will see this suggestion coming to the Board of Selectmen about a wording change in how we do the RFP’s. Discussion continued. Motion carries; 3/0.
Mr. Lemire stated that the reference checks were done on the roofing contractors and they came back positive and according to the vote of the board, the low bidder will be given the contract.  It is intended that this work will be done in conjunction with the school department so as to start the project the day after school is out. This should be done by July 1, 2014.
Public Hearings

New Business
Acceptance of minutes – May 27, 2014 and June 3, 2014 meetings
Selectman Jandebeur made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 27, 2014 meeting, seconded by Selectman Bryer. Selectman Jandebeur stated that page 10, lines 32 and 33 should say “He also asked if the board periodically once a year goes in and unseals any”. Motion carries; 3/0. 
Selectman Jandebeur made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 3, 2014 meeting, seconded by Selectman Bryer. Motion carries; 3/0.
Process various assessing forms and applications
Mr. Lemire provided the board with one additional form which is an Intent to Cut and the taxes have been paid. Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve an Administrative Abatement in the amount of $55.00 for Map 206, Lot 21.  An Administrative Abatement in the amount of $630.00 for Map 206, Lot 21:1. A Supplemental Warrant in the amount of $599.00 for Map 109, Lot 19MH:1 and an Intent to Cut for Map 236, Lot 8, these were recommended for approval. Seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.
Approval of manifest(s)
Selectman Bryer made a motion to approve the payroll check register in the amount of $58,717.17, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur.  Motion carries; 3/0.
Approval of purchase orders
None
Miscellaneous Reports (Treasurer and Road Agent)
The board was provided with copies of the Treasurer’s report and the Road Agent report.
Miscellaneous Signatures/ Approvals
Mr. Lemire provided the board with the 2014 dog warrant for signature. Selectman Bryer moved the 2014 dog warrant, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0. 
Mr. Lemire stated he had three copies of the MS-5 that was prepared by our Auditors for signature. Chairman Holden made a motion to approve the MS-5 as filled in by Vachon Cluklay, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0. 
(a). Request from Recreation Director Kathy Coe

Mr. Lemire stated that the Recreation Director is requesting that Joshua Gustafson be hired to work as the Beach Coordinator because Megan Curtin who was appointed this position, has moved on, she received another job offer.  Selectman Jandebeur moved this request, seconded by Chairman Holden. Selectman Bryer asked if Mr. Gustafson was qualified. Mr. Lemire stated yes, he has previously worked as a lifeguard for the Town for the past three summers. He would be going from a grade 1, step 3 to a grade 4, step 1. Motion carries; 3/0.
(b). Request for funding from NLWA for AIS control

Chairman Holden stated the amount for the year is $5,000, but they are asking for $2,500 immediately with the other $2,500 in early autumn. Chairman Holden made a motion that we approve $2500 to fight milfoil to be paid to the Northwood Lake Watershed Association, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0. 
Chairman Holden asked for the record to reflect that the Board of Selectmen authorized $2500 and that the Northwood Lake Watershed Association should reapply for the additional $2500 at a later date. Mr. Lemire stated that he could let them know this in a reply if the Board would like.
(c). Request from Out Haus Ales to sell beer at Farmer’s Market
Mr. Lemire stated he received a letter from Thomas Albright, owner of Out Haus Ales, who lives on Lucas Pond Road. Mr. Albright would like the board’s approval to sell at the Farmers Market. Selectman Bryer moved the request, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Selectman Bryer asked if they have to apply for application with the State Liquor Commission. Mr. Lemire stated he believed they did already, but it is differenct because it is capped, and the product is not being consumed on site.
Selectman Jandebeur stated that Mr. Albright sells this at the Northwood Market. Mr. Lemire stated that Mr. Albright is already licensed. Discussion continued. Mr. Lemire will check into this further.  Chairman Holden stated one issue is the legal requirement, but asked how people will feel about having alcohol at the Bean Hole Bash.  Selectman Jandebeur stated it is not for the Bean Hole Bash, it is for the Farmers Market.  Selectman Jandebeur stated the Bean Hole Bash unanimously turned down the request to sell beer. Selectman Bryer stated he would like to add an amendment to his motion stating we will approve it conditionally on making sure it is in compliance with all the laws of the State of New Hampshire and administrative rules of the Liquor Commission, Selectman Jandebeur’s second to the motion concurs. Motion carries; 3/0.

Mr. Lemire presented the board with a road release agreement for Map108, Lot 61 for signature. Chairman Holden made a motion to authorize the signature of the agreement and release regarding building permits on class 4 and private roads, map 108, lot 61, seconded by Selectman Bryer. Motion carries; 3/0.
Mr. Lemire presented the board with a raffle permit from the Northwood Republican Committee for signature. The tickets are $1.00 and $2.00. The drawing date will be July 26, 2014. Selectman Jandebeur stated this is a non-profit organization. Selectman Bryer stated he was ok with this if everything is in compliance.  This is being postponed for two weeks. 

Mr. Lemire provided the board with a summary on the applications for the part-time Transfer Station attendant. Selectman Bryer stated this should be discussed in non-public session.
Informational Items
Minutes of Safety Center Complex Committee
These were provided to the board in their packet. Mr. Lemire stated the Public Safety Center Complex Committee met for the first time on May 21, 2014. They appointed Chief Drolet as Chairman, Chief Lindquist as Vice Chair, Mr. Strobel will volunteer to assist with secretarial duties in an unofficial capacity, Dale Sylvia, Assistant Building Inspector and Health Officer is serving as consult to the committee.  Mr. Lemire stated that Mr. Sylvia suggested a time line which the committee has set and they discussed who the stake holders were and the next meeting will be June 18, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. They will also be taking tours of existing facilities.
Chairman Holden asked if the committee has some idea when the shovel will go in the ground. Selectman Jandebeur stated their first goal is a piece of land. The committee has to figure out what the stake holders want. They would like to see the possibility of finding a piece of land and getting that on to a warrant for this coming election. Discussion continued. Selectman Jandebeur stated that Mr. Sylvia is doing a great job as a facilitator and feels he is a real asset to the committee.
Town Administrator’s Report
Mr. Lemire has nothing to report.
Individual Selectman’s Report
Chairman Holden – Chairman Holden stated he understands that the wall efforts down at Northwood Lake Beach are ongoing. Selectman Jandebeur stated they worked for two days and got a lot done and it is looking nice, right now they need more rocks. Chairman Holden stated the ball field has plenty of rocks. Selectman Jandebeur stated that he and Dan Schroth and his brother and one other volunteer will be showing up early Thursday morning to select out rocks. He stated that their goal is to work on this project every other week until it is done this summer. Discussion continued. Chairman Holden stated at an appropriate time he will make a motion that we purchase a chain link gate that locks. Selectman Jandebeur stated they will need to know the size and what they want. Chairman Holden made a motion to approve up to $1500 for the purchase of a chain link gate as approved by the Northwood Fire Department, seconded by Selectman Jandebeur. Motion carries; 3/0.
Selectman Jandebeur – Selectman Jandebeur asked the board to explain the list of fund balances in the treasurers report statement of weekly financials. He also stated he has been hearing that at one point there was a million dollars in parks and recreation account and knew this was not true. It was stated the other day there was a hundred thousand dollars in an account for parks and recreation. Selectman Bryer stated there are two accounts for parks and recreation; one is for the ball fields and one is the recreation revolving fund. Selectman Jandebeur stated that the town approved releasing $56,000 in March of 2014. He asked if we have gone through $36,000 of that. Mr. Lemire stated that is not the same account. Discussion continued. Mr. Lemire will find out.
Selectman Jandebeur stated he saw the email from Mr. Lemire to Ms. Smith and asked if we owned the boat ramp. Chairman Holden and Mr. Lemire stated the town owns the Northwood Lake ramp. Selectman Jandebeur stated the ramp is in pretty bad shape. Mr. Lemire stated he went up to look at it twice and did not think it was that bad. Selectman Jandebeur stated he was asking about the Harvey Lake boat ramp. Mr. Lemire stated that ownership has not been determined yet. 
Selectman Bryer – Nothing to report.
Citizen’s Forum
