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Northwood Board of Selectmen

  Minutes of April 24, 2012


Selectman Alden Dill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Selectman Alden Dill, Selectman Robert Holden, Selectman Scott Bryer and Town Administrator Brent Lemire
Citizen’s Forum

Appointments

Ms. Kathleen Coe – Requests for swing set purchase and appointment of new Recreation Committee member
Ms. Coe stated that the Recreation Commission recommends that the board to appoint Amy Tkaczyk to the recreation commission. Selectman Dill made a motion to appoint Amy Tkaczyk to a 1 year term on the recreation commission, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Motion carries; 3/0

Ms. Coe stated the commission is requesting the board’s approval to purchase a swing set for the athletic fields.  Ms. Coe presented the board with background information and research she has done.  Ms. Coe also stated that the funds would be coming from the recreation revolving fund to make the purchase and the total would be $3552.00 which includes the shipping and handling.  She added that  it would be a four-swing set. 

Ms. Coe stated that she consulted with Primex and the Facilities Committee and the Ball Fields Committee to insure the proper location. She also stated that she has consulted with the Planning Board.  Selectman Holden asked to have the wood fiber base (with a price of $1440.00) explained.  Ms. Coe stated that was the ground cover.  She also stated that any ground cover that goes under playground equipment has to meet certain specifications.  Ms. Coe stated that wood fiber is like mulch and is made to the specifications to be used under playground equipment. Selectman Bryer asked if it had a longer expected life. Ms. Coe stated that the only time it might have to be added to is if compression has occurred. Selectman Holden asked if she had checked into rubber for the base.  Ms. Coe stated that she was concerned that it is more expensive, being approximately $2,000.  Selectman Holden asked if it would be safer. Ms. Coe stated it would be about the same.

Ms. Coe stated the wood mulch would come in truck loads and it is estimated that three truck loads would be needed.  Selectman Holden stated that the shipping and handling for the swings was $407.00 and asked if the swings could be bought locally. Selectman Bryer stated this would be an industrial built swing set and would probably have to be ordered.  Discussion continued on the product and the quality.  
Selectman Holden, referring back to the wood fiber; asked if we are being short sighted longevity wise, by not looking at the rubber chips as an alternative. He also stated he knows it might cost $600 more but will it last 6 or 7 years instead of 2 years. He felt that it could cost more money to replace the wood fiber on a more frequent basis. Ms. Coe stated that the wood fiber would only need to be replaced when it starts to compress and at that, it only compresses so far. She also stated that they will add 12 inches to start and it will compress to 9 inches over time.  Selectman Bryer asked how much more expensive will the rubber be. Ms. Coe will check into the price.
Mr. Bailey stated that we receive free bark mulch every year in trade for the compost and they have two piles down at the transfer station at this time and it would probably do seven playgrounds and there are two colors. He also stated this is the same product that is being discussed.
Mr. Bailey stated that if you use rubber unless you are on asphalt, the kids would be throwing it around.  Discussion continued on using the mulch at the transfer station.  Ms. Coe said that would work as long as it meets the specifications and there are tests that we can do in house to insure it is exactly what we need to go under there. Selectman Bryer stated he would be comfortable using the wood mulch if our insurance provider, Primex, is fine with it. Selectman Dill made a motion to spend the $3552 with the understanding we can use the bark that we have in town, and save the money in the revolving fund.  Discussion continued as to the use of regular bark mulch. Selectman Bryer asked what the current balance was in the revolving fund. Ms. Coe stated the last balance she received from Mr. Knox was $17,000.  Selectman Dill stated the balance is $20,220.21.  Selectman Dill stated that he will withdraw his first motion.  Selectman Dill made a motion to table this until the next meeting, seconded by Mr. Bryer.  
Mr. Michael Matson – Conversation about Woodman Park

Mr. Matson stated that in 2008 they started the Woodman Park Study Committee, this is a committee established by the selectmen to start looking at repairs and maintenance needs on the boat launch facility at Lucas Pond.  Mr. Matson also stated that at that time he had pictures of the erosion problems at that area.  

Mr. Matson stated they received $4,000 from the conservation committee and plans to replace the structure itself.  He also stated that Underwood Engineering did the plans and unfortunately the estimates to complete the work in the  plans were way out of reach, as they were over $200,000.00 They appeared not to grasp what the focus of the group was for the area.  Mr. Matson stated they spoke with Ben Dreyer, the engineer of these plans and together the Lucas Pond study committee and the Woodman Park Study Committee had representatives from the recreation committee, conservation committee and members of public, facilities committee, met and came up with the figure of $10,800.00 which was accepted by the engineer of Underwood Engineering, which would  replace the existing structure and address some of the erosion issues.

Mr. Matson stated that last year the facilities committee went in and made necessary erosion upgrades, such as a swale.  The rip rap swale goes along side the launching area and it is actually working very well; he stated it transfers the water right down into the pond and it seems to be stopping some of the erosion that you are seeing up at the parking area. 
Mr. Matson stated that since then, we have spent approximately $5,000 between the excavation work and rip rap.  Mr. Matson stated that one bill was for $2,954 and the other bill was for $4,800, so around $8,000.  He also stated that there is just over $3,000 left from that original fund.  Selectman Bryer asked if this was coming out of the Conservation fund or coming out of the appropriation for the Highway Department.  Selectman Dill stated we had a warrant article that addresses the work.  Mr. Matson agreed and stated he had a copy of the warrant article for $10,800.00 and was specifically for this project. He also stated that they still have just over $3,000 for this project that has not been spent. They also had an estimate at that time from Underwood Engineering that was for $5800 to replace existing structures which would include the removal of the existing timbers and replace them and put some gravel back fill in. 
Mr. Matson stated all of the money that has been spent so far was on the swale and repairs to affect the drainage.  Nothing has been done with the exception of gravel back fill and rip rap back fill inside of the timbers and there was some cutting done.  He also stated recently there were some minor improvements such as they cut a section of beam off of the end that had a spike coming through it and two pine boards were also put in.  Mr. Matson stated that the pine boards were not going to last long; it appears that they are from a demolition of another building because they are painted green and sawed off at the end and some spikes going into the timbers to prevent the timber from falling into the water.  He also stated you can see through many of the beams because they are all rotted.  They appear to be held on by two spikes each and it is just a matter of time before they will not work any longer. 
Mr. Matson stated that with the difference of the $5,800 and just over $3,000 that we have right now; we are looking at $5,000 difference that needs to be raised to take out the existing structure and replace it.  He is looking for the town to do that work and also stated that when the work was originally done two years ago, there was severe ice damage done during the winter months and it was disappointing to see all the work that had been done, even to the timbers at that time, fall further into the water. Now we have further improvements made and he is afraid that we will have to continue putting gravel backfill in there.  Mr. Matson would like to see this get fixed and not have to worry about it for another forty years.  Discussion continued.
Selectman Bryer asked if they needed another $5,000.  Mr. Matson stated the total price would be $5,800 so the difference would be just under $3,000 according to the estimate given by Underwood Engineering at that time.
Selectman Holden asked Mr. Matson to briefly explain what they were going to do again.  He also asked if timbers were going to be put back in.  Mr. Matson stated yes, the existing timbers are all rotting out.  Mr. Matson stated you would need a wetland permit which is expected to be $200.00.  He also stated the timbers should be completely removed and replaced by like timbers and then the gravel backfill replaced. 

Selectman Dill stated that he would go and take a look at it.  Mr. Bailey stated he would like to go back to what the original complaint was on the project itself.  On the left-hand side of what used to be a beach area there used to be a well. The tiles disintegrated and were removed and for the next twenty years, water ran out of the well and ran into Lucas Pond.  He went on to state that conservation came to the town and said they needed that addressed and that is what started this project. 

Mr. Bailey stated at that time Ms. O’Neil, Mr. Matson and a few others decided that they wanted to put a beach there so as a result the study was done.  He also stated they went down there this spring and addressed the original problem and installed boulders into the well area and also filled in along the edge of the beach because it erodes.  Mr. Bailey stated the erosion comes every year due to ice and it ends up in that cove and it picks up the timbers.  Discussion continued.  

Selectman Dill will go and take a look at it.  Selectman Bryer asked why we have not received a bill from Mr. Anthony yet. It was stated that the job was just finished approximately three weeks ago. Mr. Matson stated that there was $3,000 left over.  He also stated that if we are not going to put that $3,000 towards the purchase of new timber to replace the timbers that are there, he does not see why any money is being spent at all because we will continue to do maintenance on it.
Selectman Holden stated that the board and Town Administrator Lemire need to go down and take a look at this. Selectman Dill asked Mr. Matson if the committee was still having meetings.  Mr. Matson replied no. They stopped at the point where they were able to get the money and hand it over to the facilities committee.  Selectman Dill stated the facilities committee has been making the decisions on when things were getting done.  Mr. Matson stated that was correct. Selectman Dill stated the board and the Town Administrator will take a look at it and have an answer by the next selectmen’s meeting in two weeks. 
Selectman Holden asked Mr. Bailey if he could comment on the town facilities committee minutes of April 4, 2012, specifically the part on lawn mowing.  Mr. Bailey stated they have a gentleman that mows where the little post office is that the historical society owns.  Mr. Bailey stated that Mr. Fife has been mowing that area for years and when Mr. Fife was not mowing his next door neighbor started mowing it and then started going over and mowing the community hall last year because it was only getting mowed half the time.
Mr. Bailey stated this gentleman approached him at the facilities committee meeting asking if he could mow both pieces of property. Mr. Bailey stated the town owns the piece of property where the post office is.  Mr. Bailey stated he told him that he did not have a problem with it, but he would have to check with Town Administrator Lemire.  He also stated that the other day we had one of the men who is on the fire department in a diminished capacity, ask if he could mow the lawn at the Narrows fire station.
Selectman Holden stated that this is a concern and what he is hearing is that it is great that they have volunteers but maybe it will happen and maybe it will not.  Mr. Bailey stated the community hall will get mowed.  Selectman Holden stated the other issue is the liability that they have to consider.
Selectman Dill asked if we included the Narrows as part of the bid. Mr. Lemire stated yes. 

Unfinished Business
Property Mowing Bids

Selectman Dill stated we have a bid from All Land Enterprises for $10,380 and a bid from BMC General Contractors for $8,985, D&V Landscaping for $12,500 and The Lawn Guys for $7900.  Selectman Dill asked how we would be paying.  Mr. Lemire stated once a month. He also stated they divide the total out by the eight months; between April and November and that the vendor will submit monthly bills.
Selectman Bryer asked how often this would be done. Mr. Lemire stated that it was all in the specs and the specs are basically a duplicate of last year’s.   Selectman Bryer asked if there were any references that could be checked.  Selectman Dill stated that every bid had references.  Mr. Lemire stated that the board could approve with pending references and ability to meet the specs. Selectman Holden asked if it would be appropriate to approve the lowest qualified bid. Mr. Lemire stated yes. Selectman Holden stated that he would ask that we check the specifications and see if it includes additional insured and if it does not, it may be too late for this year, but would request that it be included next year. For the record, Selectman Holden and Selectman Dill are in disagreement on this.  

Selectman Bryer asked Selectman Holden to expand on this.  Selectman Holden stated that if the vendor lists the town as additional insured, their insurance will protect the town just like it would protect them.  Selectman Dill stated that a lot of companies are not doing this because of the added cost, and also stated that to add us as an additional insured actually lists the town on the person’s policy, which incurs not only an extra fee, but could cause an extra liability for the town.  He stated that their insurance is going to pay regardless if they are listed or not.
Selectman Bryer asked if there is any way they could call the municipal association and get clarification. Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the lowest qualified bid pending references and insurance certificate, seconded by Selectman Holden.  Motion carries; 3/0  
Public Hearings

New Business
Acceptance of minutes – April 10th meeting
Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the minutes for April 10, 2012 as written, seconded by Selectman Holden.   There were several adjustments to be made to the minutes and was duly noted by the Town Administrator.  Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the corrected minutes as amended.  Motion carries; 3/0
Process various assessing forms and applications
Selectman Dill asked if there would be a problem in doing the entire amount of assessing items all at one time. Selectman Bryer stated the entire amount of assessing items could be done and have a copy of the list attached to the minutes.  

Selectman Dill read the complete list of assessing items to be approved by the board. Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the complete list of assessing items with the list attached to the minutes, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Selectman Bryer asked that in the future could the approvals and denials be on separate lists.  Mr. Lemire stated he would take care of this. Motion carries; 3/0
Approval of Manifest(s)

No manifest, it has already been approved.
Purchase Orders
Mr. Lemire stated he had a purchase order for a request from Mr. Wilson for Hodgdon & Son in the amount of $3200 for the grading of gravel roads. Selectman Dill so moved, seconded by Selectman Holden.  Selectman Bryer asked if on the spec. if it stated how much of the road was to be done or is it per hour.  Selectman Dill stated it was per hour.  Motion carries; 3/0
Ms. Smith stated there was a Planning Board meeting tonight downstairs and she wanted to inquire if Selectman Bryer was going to raise the question about the cost for the master plan update.  Selectman Dill asked Ms. Smith what the cost was.  Ms. Smith stated the planning board is moving forward with the master plan update as a visioning session scheduled for May. Tonight they were hoping to finalize a survey which will be sent as an insert in the paper to everyone and hopefully will get some results back prior to the visioning session or shortly after.  
Ms. Smith stated the cost to do the survey for printing and the insert cost is a little over $500.00.  She also stated this is not something that was previously asked for in the budget and that is why we wanted the board’s approval to go forward with this.  Ms. Smith stated that she did a quick review of the budget and last year’s expenses and outside of the fixed cost of the planner and our SRPC dues, there was $4,176 of which we spent $3,973, consequently, there was not a lot of room in the budget. Her concern was before they go ahead and incur that expense she wanted board approval to do so either within the budget and see how it goes throughout the year or ask that the board allocate funds from somewhere else in the budget to cover the cost. 
Ms. Smith stated she thought the board was aware that this was an item that was not previously asked for.   Selectman Dill stated that the money would come out of their printing line.

Selectman Bryer stated he thinks it is important that the planning board discuss this and there was a commitment by the majority of the board to move forward on it.   Selectman Holden asked if the $500 included the printing and distribution in the Suncook Valley Sun.  Ms. Smith replied yes. Selectman Dill asked who would tally the surveys. Ms. Smith stated the planning board with Ms. Planchet’s oversight.  The Board concurred with Ms. Smith.
Miscellaneous Reports (Treasurer, Road Agent, Transfer Station)
The Board received the miscellaneous reports.
Appointments to Zoning Board of Adjustment (Alternate Member)
Mr. Lemire stated that at the last meeting we neglected to include one appointment to the Zoning Board, Alternate, Robert Bailey.  Selectman Holden made a motion to appointment Robert Bailey as an Alternate, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Motion carries; 3/0.
Miscellaneous Signatures
Approval of asphalt contract with Wolcott Construction

Mr. Lemire stated that Wolcott Construction has held the price of asphalt with the exception of the state variable that all cities and towns are subject to.  He asked that the board approve the contract with them again this year.
Selectman Bryer asked if the Highway Advisory person would like to comment on this.  Selectman Dill stated that this is the same thing they did last year with them. He also stated the state has put in that fuel escalator for all of their bids coming through, so all the pavement companies have that.  Selectman Dill stated that Wolcott has not changed his base per ton price for about four years; he just has that fuel escalator.  Selectman Dill stated he spoke with Mr. Wilson about this and it is the same deal we did last year.  Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the asphalt contract with Wolcott Construction for the year, seconded by Selectman Holden.  Motion carries; 3/0.
Minutes of the April 4th Facilities Meeting
The minutes were received by the Board.
Request from Planning Board to adjust public notice fee

Mr. Lemire stated the average cost to the town is $59.00 for public notice fees and associated costs. The Planning Board is recommending that the town change their fee for applications and increase it to $60.00.
Selectman Dill stated that we usually have a public hearing to change all fees and ask if we had looked at the rest of the fees.  Mr. Lemire stated that was done last year, but would certainly do it again.  Selectman Bryer stated we should look at all the fees and do one public hearing.  The board agreed.

Letter from Epsom BOS requesting perambulation

Selectman Dill asked Mr. Lemire to talk with them and see what their time frame is and then we will go from there.  Mr. Lemire stated yes.
Reports

Town Administrator’s Report

Mr. Lemire stated that Capitol Alarm began the installation of the new access/security system today and the alarm portion was completed and access is by the four digit code.

Mr. Lemire stated that we will be working on guidelines for implementing the new ID system.  He also stated that Chief Lindquist is completing that task.

Mr. Lemire gave the board a packet to look at regarding the new phone system (VOIP) voice over internet provider that will cost less than our current system.  He also stated that with the current phone system, if we have a problem and have to call someone in, we have to pay extra, with the proposal for the new system, it uses the fiber optic cable and there is no charge to have someone come in and fix a problem we may have.  Mr. Lemire would like to have the company come in and discuss this with the board when they are available. Discussion continued on cost and hardware.
Mr. Lemire stated that our new “Doing Business in Northwood” instructional guide is up on the website. The business list was uploaded two weeks ago under the Economic Development category.

Mr. Lemire stated the Firefighter application period closed on Thursday, April 12th and there are 22 applicants. The chief now has the applications and will be reviewing them and he will choose a committee to go over them.
Mr. Lemire stated that Ms. Pease is applying for another Conservation License Plate grant in the amount of $9992.00 to continue the restoration of town records.

Mr. Lemire stated that the final Primex estimate for coverage was received today.  We are part of the CAP program that caps property and liability rates at 7% increase through 2015 and 8% workers comp rates through 2015. He also stated that our experience has been very positive because our rate increase is only 0.5% for 2012.

Individual Selectman’s Reports

Selectman Bryer – None
Selectman Holden – Selectman Holden stated that he has the same complaint with the road agent,s  report.  He asked if we were paying the road agent or the highway worker to do the road agent’s work.  
Selectman Dill – Selectman Dill stated that he felt the joint meeting with the school board went well and hopes they continue to have these meetings.  Selectman Bryer stated he feels they should make a commitment to have a quarterly meeting.  They would like to have a follow up meeting in August 2012.  

Citizen’s Forum
Ms. Dole stated that in the minutes of the last meeting the board indicated that they would be discussing accepting the three roads requested by Ms. Knox and nothing has been mentioned tonight.  
Selectman Dill stated that we do not have any information yet.  Mr. Lemire stated that our counsel is on vacation. He has submitted the formal request that referred to her letter of June 2011, to try and clarify but have not heard back yet.

Ms. Dole stated that also in the minutes there was some discussion about how we might be able to utilize the Metrocast franchise check and was wondering if there were any new developments on that.   Selectman Dill and Mr. Lemire both stated no. Ms. Dole asked if this would be discussed in the future.  Mr. Lemire stated that Mr. Curley could not be available for tonight’s meeting.  He also stated that they are in the final stages of preparing the consortiun’s contract with Metrocast.  This may be an item to go over with the board this summer once the contractual items are discussed.  Mr. Lemire stated that Mr. Curley would be at the next meeting.
Ms. Dole asked what the contract renewal date was.  Mr. Lemire stated 2013. Selectman Dill stated that he would continue to look at the franchise fee and using it for more than just Mr. Garnett. Ms. Dole discussed other ways the fund could be used. 
Ms. Dole stated that the board alluded to the fact that it would probably be having a public hearing to review all fees and wondered what the date would be.  Selectman Dill stated they would not set a date for the public hearing until the next meeting.  Selectman Bryer asked if we could do fact finding for our next meeting and at the next meeting get the proposed fee structure and then have the public hearing two weeks after that.  Mr. Lemire will attempt to do that. Discussion continued on the fee structure.

Mr. Bailey stated that Ms. Knox asked if they have done anymore in regards to the three roads. Mr. Lemire stated they are waiting for town counsel to reply to the question the board asked for further clarification.  Selectman Bryer wanted to know what the case law was where the opinion of the judges is why we have to do what we have to do before he made a decision.

Mr. Bailey stated that a segment of the facilities fund voted in this year, was to do the survey of Mary Waldron beach. Quotes for this were previously sought and Bill Wormel was the successful bidder.  He asked if it was appropriate to go ahead and hire him or does it have to go back out to bid again.  Selectman Dill asked if that was last year that was done.  Mr. Bailey stated yes, but he would still hold the price. Selectman Holden stated he thinks what we did was get one price for budgeting purposes.  Selectman Holden stated the price was $2500 and the board was fine in awarding that price.
Mr. Bailey stated that Mr. Matson would be a good candidate for the facilities committee and would like to send him a letter.  Selectman Dill asked if there was an opening. Mr. Bailey stated there was an opening on the facilities committee. 
Selectman Holden stated that tonight we talked about having a public hearing for fees and would ask the board if it would be appropriate to have a second public hearing on the blasting ordinance. Selectman Bryer stated that based on the feed back he received from the public hearing, we need to go back and be re-evaluate our actual needs. He also stated that the feedback he received indicated that the ordinance in its current draft, would cause problems to contractors and businesses in town if we put that ordinance in exactly how it is proposed.  

Mr. Lemire stated that he asked the code enforcement people to go back and take another look and see if it was too restrictive and they are currently working on this. Selectman Holden stated for the record, in his opinion he would not like to see them spend a lot of time on it because he did not see a lot of support for this.  Discussion continued on the ordinance.
