Acceptance of Minutes – December 13th and January 4th 
Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the December 13th minutes as amended, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Selectman Dill stated he had a correction to be made.  Page 6, line 33, change the word permitted to prohibit.  Selectman Holden stated Page 7, lines 8, 9, 10, 11; change Selectman Dill to Selectman Holden.  Page 7, line 31, add the word will.  Page 13, line 36, add the words Budget Committee.   Motion carries; 3/0

Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the January 4th minutes as written, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Selectman Holden had a comment regarding page 6, line 10, a purchase order was signed for Dave’s Commercial Cleaning, but feels they could do a better job. Mr. Lemire will look into this.  He also stated that on page 8, line 18. Selectman Bryer explained that at the planning board meeting that occurred the week before this, there was a proposal by our code enforcement officers that was to deal with an animal ordinance about agricultural animal ordinance and he thought before the code enforcement officers sent something to the planning board, it should be brought before the selectmen.  Mr. Lemire stated that this situation has been addressed.  Selectman Holden asked if they were moving forward with this.  Selectman Bryer stated no.  Motion carries; 2/0/1

Assessing Forms/Applications
Selectman Dill stated we have a certification of yield taxes for Map 236, Lot 2.  Selectman Dill, so moved, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Motion carries; 3/0
Selectman Dill stated we have a motion for timber tax for Map 236, Lot 1. Selectman Dill, so moved, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Motion carries; 3/0

Selectman Dill stated we have a timber tax levy.  Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the timber tax levy in the amount of $579.73 for the previous two maps, seconded by Selectman Holden.  Motion carries; 3/0

Selectman Dill stated we have a veteran’s credit application for Map 235, Lot 18.  Selectman Dill made a motion to accept it as per the recommendation of the Assessor, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Motion carries; 3/0 
Approval of Manifest (s)
Selectman Dill made a motion to approve the vendor manifest in the amount of $364, 474.86, of which $364,150 is the school district, seconded by Selectman Holden.  Motion carries; 3/0
Selectman Dill made a motion to approve the vendor manifest in the amount of $2658.40 for Pitney Bowes and the Postal Service, seconded by Selectman Holden.  Motion carries; 3/0

Selectman Dill made a motion to approve the payroll manifest in the amount of $47,223.09, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Motion carries; 3/0

Purchase Orders
Selectman Dill stated that we have blanket purchase orders for the fire department.  Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the blanket purchase order for Irving Energy in the amount $8,900 for diesel, seconded by Selectman Holden.  Motion carries; 3/0

Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the blanket purchase order for Capital Area Fire Compact in the amount of $37,858 for dispatch services for 2012, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Motion carries; 3/0

Selectman Dill made a motion to accept the blanket purchase order for Concord Hospital Billing Services for the Fire Department in the amount of $4,370, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Motion carries; 3/0
Miscellaneous Reports (Treasurer, Road Agent)
Selectman Dill stated he had a question regarding the timber cut for Lake Shore Farm.   Selectman Dill stated from what he read, Lake Shore Farm was sold at auction and the Ring’s do not own it anymore.  Mr. Lemire spoke to Ms. Pease regarding anything owed on that property.  Ms. Pease will let Mr. Lemire know.
Selectman Dill stated they received a letter from the road agent.  Selectman Dill made a motion to authorize the road agent to post when conditions warrant, seconded by Selectman Bryer for discussion.  Selectman Bryer stated he has some questions.  If we post the roads, people are still traveling over them over the posted limits and what is the road agent going to do for enforcement provisions.  Selectman Dill stated that he spoke to the road agent last week.  Selectman Dill stated that the way state laws are written there is a lot of exemptions as well, such as agricultural deliveries, fuel deliveries which are exempt from road postings.  Discussion continued on posting roads. Mr. Lemire stated if the board authorizes the road agent, he will order him some corrugated signs that are reusable and the road agent will let him know before he does any postings and Mr. Lemire will keep the board informed.  Mr. Lemire will check with the state for pricing.  Motion carries; 3/0

Selectman Bryer stated he had a question on the contract on the auditing services.  Selectman Bryer asked if there had been any changes in the fees.  He also stated that the amount this year is $13,800 to do the audit, do we know what we paid last year.  Mr. Lemire did not have that figure.  Selectman Dill made a motion that we accept the auditing agreement and authorize Selectman Holden to sign the check, seconded by Selectman Bryer.  Selectman Holden stated for the record, last year we paid $13,400.  Motion carries; 2/1
Mr. Lemire stated that the tax agreement was already voted on and just needed the board’s signature.
