Acceptance of Minutes – July 10th  meeting
Selectman Holden made a motion to accept the minutes of the July 10, 2012 meeting as written, seconded by Selectman Dill.  Motion carries; 2/0.
Assessing Forms/Applications
Selectman Holden stated there is a Timber Tax Abatement for Map 210; Lot 8, the original amount billed was $1,321.25, the adjusted amount is $661.62.  Selectman Dill moved to accept and go with the Assessor’s recommendation, seconded by Selectman Holden.  Motion carries; 2/0.
Selectman Holden stated there is a Timber Tax Abatement for Map 230; Lot 40 the original amount billed was $3,054.48, the adjusted amount is $2,361.75.  Selectman Holden moved to approve, seconded by Selectman Dill for discussion. Selectman Dill read the recommendation and feels it is going on Mr. Binder’s contention that the quality of wood was below average and the value he received was below that. Selectman Dill feels that is not enough. Selectman Holden withdrew his motion and Selectman Dill withdrew his second.  Selectman Dill and Selectman Holden feel we need to seek consultation with the Forester.
Selectman Holden moved to deny a Land Use Change Tax Abatement Request for Map 118; Lot 4, as recommended by the Assessor.  Seconded by Selectman Dill.  Motion carries; 2/0.  
Approval of Manifest(s)

Selectman Holden made a motion to approve the Payroll Manifest for July 25, 2012 in the amount of $76,804.37, seconded by Selectman Dill.  Motion carries; 2/0.
Purchase Orders
Selectman Holden moved to approve purchase order 7497 for D.L. Docko & Son in the amount of $2,000 for ledge removal and disposal. Seconded by Selectman Dill.  Motion carries; 2/0.
Selectman Holden moved to approve purchase order 7496 for Maine Drilling & Blasting in the amount of $3,000 for rental of hammer to break off ledge on Mountain Road.  Seconded by Selectman Dill.  Motion carries; 2/0.

Selectman Holden moved to approve purchase order 7492 for State of New Hampshire DRED for Forest Fire Tools, Equipment in the amount of $5,200.  50% will be granted back to the Town by New Hampshire DRED as a grant was approved by Board of Selectmen at the July 10, 2012 meeting.  Seconded by Selectman Dill.  Motion carries; 2/0.
Selectman Holden moved to approve purchase order 7494 for Primex in the amount of $36,554.  The annual liability insurance and property as quoted.  Seconded by Selectman Dill.  Selectman Holden asked how this compares to last years. Ms. Garrett stated that this is the number that Primex quoted us back in November.  The Board took a brief recess.  Ms. Garret returned with last year’s number which was $36,371.  Motion carries; 2/0.

Selectman Dill moved to approve purchase order 7498 for Gray Bar in the amount of $3,999.46 for building repairs and maintenance, it is a phone installation and upgrade and computer upgrade on the wiring. Ms. Garrett stated the Fire Department had to run Cat 5 cabling for the phones because that building is more antiquated than this building as far as the wiring. She also stated they have the converters needed and modems needed for both the computers and the phones. Selectman Holden asked if this is for the phone system or just the wiring for the system.  Ms. Garrett stated this is the wiring in the buildings for the phones and computers.  Ms. Garrett stated this is for both Fire Stations.  Selectman Holden asked if this was coming out of the Fire Department budget line.  Ms. Garrett stated yes.  Seconded by Selectman Holden.  Motion carries; 2/0.
Ms. Garrett stated she has a letter that was sent to the Town asking permission to do some work on a private road, Old Pittsfield Road.  Selectman Dill stated that he believes Old Pittsfield Road is a class VI road.  Selectman Holden would like to make a recommendation we refer to Code Enforcement and the Road Agent.  Selectman Dill agreed.
Selectman Holden stated there was a report that came in today from Vachon Clukay, the Independent Accountants Report.  He also stated that historically we give this to Selectman Bryer for review and would like to suggest we approve it conditionally on Selectman Bryers review.   Ms. Garrett stated that it is the MS-5 and that it goes to DRA.  Selectman Holden made a motion to approve the MS-5, seconded by Selectman Dill.  Motion carries; 2/0 pending Selectman Bryers overview.  Selectman Holden asked that Selectman Bryer sign it as well.

Town Administrator’s Report

Ms. Garrett stated that there were a few updates.  She stated that the garage door was installed and it is complete and is wired in so this project is complete.
Ms. Garrett stated that the phones have been placed in all departments, and fiber optics are being brought in to Town Hall for the new phone system.  She also stated the closing date on the project to actually move the phones over and get rid of the rotary system is tentatively July 26th  but it may have to be moved back another week depending on the fiber optics coming in from the street.

Selectman Holden – Selectman Holden stated  that a few meetings ago he talked about Northwood Lake and the fact that there were some safety issues on the lake and as a community we need to band together and do something about it before something happens.  He also stated unfortunately a week ago something did happen. Selectman Holden stated his sympathy goes out to everyone involved.
