Chairman Scott Bryer called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
Roll Call

Chairman Scott Bryer, Vice-Chairman Robert Holden, Selectman Alden Dill, and Town Administrator Brent Lemire.  
Citizen’s Forum

There was no citizen’s forum. 

Unfinished Business

Updated Fee Structure - Building Fee Spreadsheet

Draft fees were presented to the board for review. Mr. Lemire stated that Mr. Hickey did research five neighboring towns and their fee structures. Selectman Bryer reviewed the material and noted that it appears that Northwood is in line with the other town’s fees. 
 **Motion** Selectman Bryer made a motion to accept the proposed fee schedule, as presented. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. A discussion was held regarding the telecommunications fees and what the fees cover. Selectman Bryer noted that the Town of Barrington and Northwood are the only two towns that charge this fee. **Motion** Selectman Bryer made a motion to table this item. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously; 3/0
Miscellaneous Reports (Treasurer and Code Enforcement)

Mr. Lemire stated that these reports were provided for informational purposes only. 
Update on the Mary Waldron Boat Launch

Mr. Lemire stated that he had a very productive meeting with various parties involved with this project. He explained that there were many unanswered questions relative to moorings, parking, safety, and the permits. There was a consensus of the group to request to hold off on this project. Mr. Lemire continued and explained that as the project moves forward, the road agent has indicated that minor repairs could be done to make the area useable to some degree, until a comprehensive recommendation is available.

Reports

Town Administrator’s Report

Town Budget 

Mr. Lemire stated that all the staff has been working diligently to make the budget process easier. He stated that the meetings with the budget committee have been held and he continues to work on the warrants. He stated that a draft of the warrant articles is available for the board to review and he adds that all wording has been submitted and reviewed by DRA and town counsel. Town counsel did have a few minor amendments but the intent will not be affected. 
Deer Ridge 

Mr. Lemire stated that he has met with various staff relative to Deer Ridge issues. He stated that the developer has submitted a new line of credit and will pay the engineering bill for assessment services.

PSNH Meeting
Mr. Lemire stated that he plans to attend a meeting, January 19, sponsored by PSNH relative to power restoration efforts during and after storms.
LGC Employment Law Meeting 
Mr. Lemire stated that he plans to attend the LGC Employment Law update seminar, January 25.
LGC Academy - “Preparing for a Successful Town Meeting.”  
Mr. Lemire stated that he will be completing an on-line exercise with the LGC Academy entitled “Preparing for a Successful Town Meeting.”  
Storm Announcements

Mr. Lemire stated that he has been cleared for storm announcements on both WMUR TV9 and WZID (which includes WFEA and WMLL), both on air and on the web site. He noted that he will also try to update the town’s website with current announcements.
Town Engineering Firm, CMA 

Mr. Lemire stated that he met with CMA rep. Mr. Straub today to clarify issues on updating of the town’s road plan.

Appointments

Conservation Commission 
Chairman Stephen Roy, Vice Chair Steve Hampl, and member Wini Young met with the selectmen regarding two land projects. 
Mr. Roy explained that the commission is currently working on a 15 acre easement project with Tom DeMeritt, which is across the street from a town forest. This parcel was an 18 acre parcel and was recently approved a lot line adjustment by the planning board removing 3 acres and the 15 remaining acres will be a conservation easement. 

Mr. Roy stated that the conservation commission covered costs for a survey and legal costs. Mr. Roy noted that the easement is a gift to the town and the commission is not purchasing the lot. He explained that the town becomes an easement holder for the development rights. Mr. Roy stated that Linda Smith has all necessary paperwork ready to forward to town counsel for review. He added that town counsel has recommended a title search be done. 

Mr. Roy explained that the commission is also working on another land project. He stated that the owners have agreed to a price for the 103 acres parcel, $150,000. Mr. Roy provided documentation of the surrounding properties, noting neighboring conservation lots owned by CBNA, DRED, and the town. 

Discussion ensued relative to the uses of this land. Selectman Bryer asked if the town could use the land for extending recreation. Mr. Roy replied yes there is the ability for recreation; passive recreation. Selectman Dill stated that the recreation committee would have an interest in the area as it is such a natural continuation of the existing rec fields.   
Logging on the site was discussed. Mr. Roy stated that this lot was logged about 10-15 years ago.  

Mr. Roy stated that acquiring this land will allow two accesses into the Northwood Meadows State Park allowing for large events to take place. 

A discussion was held regarding the process of holding a public hearing for the two projects. Mr. Roy referred to the previous land acquisition process for Low and stated that the selectmen will need to schedule these public hearings. Mr. Roy stated that Ms. Smith will be requesting a purchase and sales be drafted by town counsel to send back to the owners. A brief title search has been done and he stated that the process could be completed rather quickly. 

In addition, Mr. Roy stated that there have been discussions relative to re-addressing the Johnson parcel, the field behind Johnson’s Restaurant. He explained that an appraisal has been done and at that time, the owners were not agreeable to the appraisal. He stated that times have changed and the commission may approach the property owners again. 

Mr. Roy asked of the selectmen would like to review the easement language prior to forwarding to town counsel. Selectman Dill replied no as the selectmen can review the language the same time as counsel. He added that he wants to make sure that recreation fields can be built on the property. Mr. Roy referred to RSA 36:A regarding the minimum limits. 

Selectmen’s Report

Selectman Dill stated that he received an email from Wini Young, expressing concern with the fact that the Bear Paw dues for 2010 had not been paid. Mr. Lemire stated that he will check into this item.

Selectman Holden stated that he would like to have a discussion relative to closing town offices relative to inclement weather. Selectman Bryer stated that should an employee not feel comfortable driving in the inclement weather, that employee can choose to use their accrued vacation time if they want to be compensated for the day. 

Selectman Dill stated that it really depends on the storm. He stated that he feels that there are some days when it does make sense to close town offices; however, he does not want the town offices to be closed every time the school closes. 

Selectman Holden agreed and added that the selectmen need to be consistent with the policy. He stated that it could easily end up being that the town offices could be closed for 5 days in the course of a winter and this would be costly to the tax payers. He stated that he would agree with Selectman Bryer’s suggestion. 

**Motion** Selectman Bryer made a motion that if an employee should choose not to come in to work due to inclement weather, that day will be a non paid day or the employee may use accrued vacation or annual leave. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Mr. Lemire asked if the road agent should maintain passable conditions at the town offices regardless of the weather. Mr. Holden replied yes, everything should be open. Selectman Bryer stated that he would approve a delayed opening for 10:00 a.m. and concurred that closing town offices is not in the best interest of the tax payers. 
Selectman Dill stated that there are some days where the town offices should be closed. 

Discussion ensued regarding reasonable conditions. Selectman Holden stated that there should not be any expectation that all employees will be paid.
Motion passed; 2/1.
Selectman Bryer stated that he attended the last recycling committee meeting. There were some concerns regarding the compost pile. Selectman Bryer asked if a member of the highway department could periodically turn the compost pile. Selectman Dill stated that the compost is being removed from the trash stream and the town gives it away for free. He stated that he does not want to invest any money into turning the pile. Selectman Holden stated that he agrees with the philosophy; however, the recycling committee was trying to have a mulch program established. Selectman Bryer stated that there is an active committee and the board should entertain the request and try to accommodate the committee. Mr. Lemire will check into the issues with the compost pile.  
He stated that there is a new register but it has not been set up to track materials by type and category. The register is being used; however, he asked if there is any opportunity to set this register up to track the revenues better. Mr. Lemire will check into this. 

Selectman Bryer asked if a log could be created for better information to evaluate costs and volumes. 

In addition, he asked if the fund balance could be obtained for the recycling account.

Other New Business 

Town Warrant Articles

The proposed warrant articles were read as follows:   

PAVING AT THE TOWN HALL 

Article 1:  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Forty Thousand dollars ($40,000) to resurface the driveway and parking areas of the Town Hall. This will be a non-lapsing appropriation per RSA 32-7, V and will not lapse until the work is completed, or by December 31, 2012, whichever is sooner. 
**Motion** Selectman Holden made a motion to recommend Article 1. Selectman Bryer seconded the motion. Selectman Holden stated that he does not feel that this is the year to be paving the town hall parking lot. He stated that there is some concern relative to the exit and suggested that if there is some leftover asphalt from a paving project, this could be repaired. He noted that the facilities committee has indicated that the entrances could be repaired. 

Selectman Dill noted that the sides are also crumbling and he feels that the job should be done.  
**Motion** Selectman Bryer made a motion to not recommend Article 1. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed; 2/1.    
2011 OPERATING BUDGET 

Article 2:  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the Budget Committee recommended sum of $X,XXX,XXX  for general municipal operations. The Selectmen recommend $3,263,106.  Said sum(s) do not include special or individual articles addressed. 
AUTHORIZATION TO ACCEPT DONATIONS/GIFTS

Article 3:  Shall the town vote to authorize the Selectmen to accept, and hold in trust, privately-donated gifts, legacies and devises for any public purpose pursuant to RSA 31:19. This authorization shall remain in effect until rescinded by a vote of the town meeting. 
 **Motion** Selectman Bryer made a motion to recommend Article 3. Selectman Dill seconded the motion. Motion passed; 3/0.    
DISCONTINUE FIRE/RESCUE VEHICLE REPLACEMENT CAPITAL RESERVE FUND

Article 4: To see if the Town will vote to discontinue the Fire/Rescue Equipment Capital Reserve Fund created in 1981. Said funds, with accumulated interest to the date (approximately $56,873) will lapse to the General Fund. If Article 5 fails, this article is null and void. 
Mr. Lemire stated that this article is a result of DRA recommendations and the intent is to do away with the capital reserve fund. To do this, the process is that the funds will go to the general fund and then the funds will be appropriated into the special revenue fund.

Selectman Bryer recommended that town counsel be at town meeting to address these warrant articles. 
**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 4. Selectman Bryer seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
FIRE ENGINE PAYMENT

Article 5: To see if the Town will raise and appropriate the sum of Sixty thousand, One Hundred Nine dollars ($60,109) for the third of five annual payments on a five- year lease on Fire Engine 1 and to fund this appropriation by authorizing the withdrawal of Three Thousand Two Hundred Thirty-six dollars ($3,236) from the Fire/Rescue Vehicle Replacement Special Revenue Fund and Fifty-Six Thousand, Eight Hundred Seventy-three dollars ($56,873) to come from the unreserved fund balance as of December 31, 2010. This amount represents the amount to lapse into the General Fund as a result of the discontinuance of the Fire/Rescue Equipment Capital Reserve. This lease agreement was approved at the 2008 Town Meeting and does not contain an escape clause. If Article 4 fails, this article is null and void. 
General discussion was held regarding the process. Mr. Lemire will request that an explanatory note from Jeanne Samms of DRA. 
Selectman Holden stated that this article is not approved until after the payment is due and there was a $3,000 late fee assessed last year, which was waived last year. He suggested that the date be changed. 

**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 5. Selectman Bryer seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
FIRE ENGINE PAYMENT

Article 6: To see if the town will raise and appropriate the sum of Sixty Thousand, One Hundred Nine ($60,109) for the third of five annual payments on a five-year lease on Fire Engine 1. This lease agreement was approved at the 2008 Town Meeting and doesn’t contain an escape clause. This article is null and void if Articles 4 and 5 pass. 
**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 6. Selectman Bryer seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
HIGHWAY EQUIPMENT CAPITAL RESERVE DEPOSIT

Article 7: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Fifteen Thousand dollars ($15,000) to be deposited into the previously established Highway Equipment Capital Reserve Fund. 
**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 7. Selectman Bryer seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
HIGHWAY EQUIPMENT EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND
Article 8. A discussion was held and the board asked if this article was necessary. Mr. Lemire will check into this and will remove it, if applicable. 

 LAGOON MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

Article 9:  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of  Twelve Thousand, Three Hundred dollars ($12,300), to be placed in the Lagoon Maintenance and Repair Expendable Trust Fund and to fund this appropriation by authorizing the withdrawal of that amount from the Lagoon Special Revenue Fund held by the Northwood Treasurer. 
**Motion** Selectman Bryer made a motion to recommend Article 9. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
POLICE VEHICLE PURCHASE

Article 10: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Thirty-Seven Thousand dollars ($37,000) for the purpose of purchasing and equipping a new police cruiser for the Northwood Police Department. 

**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 10. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
FACILITIES COMMITTEE EXPENDABLE TRUST

Article 11: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Sixteen Thousand Dollars ($16,000) to be deposited into the previously established Facilities Committee Expendable Trust Fund established for the maintenance, improvement, repairs and replacement of general government buildings. 
**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 11. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
RECREATION FACILITY CAPITAL RESERVE DEPOSIT

Article 12: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Twenty-Four Thousand Three Hundred Fifty-Seven dollars ($24,357) to be deposited into the previously established Recreation Facilities Capital Reserve Fund and to fund this appropriation by authorizing the transfer of that amount from the unreserved fund balance as of December 31, 2010. This amount is the equivalent of the revenue received from the timber cuts that were performed at the Athletic Field and Lucas Pond School sites. If this article does not pass, Article 13 (Recreation Facility Capital Reserve Fund) will be null and void. 
**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 12. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
RECREATION FACILITY CAPITAL RESERVE FUND

Article 13:  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of One Hundred Four Thousand Eight Hundred Twenty Nine dollars ($104,829), for the purpose of continuing construction of the new athletic fields, and to fund this appropriation by authorizing the withdrawal of this sum from the Recreation Facility Capital Reserve Fund previously established for this purpose. This is to be a non-lapsing appropriation per RSA 32:7, and will not lapse until the project is complete or December 31, 2013, whichever is sooner. 
**Motion** Selectman Holden made a motion to recommend Article 13. Selectman Bryer seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
TRANSFER STATION EXPENDABLE TRUST DEPOSIT

Article 14: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Eight Thousand Five Hundred Fifty Four dollars ($8,554) to be placed in the existing Transfer Station Expendable Trust Fund previously established for the purpose of purchasing transfer station equipment and repairing and maintaining the transfer station buildings and to fund this appropriation by authorizing the transfer of that amount from the unreserved fund balance as of December 31, 2010. This amount is the equivalent of the amount received from the sale of recyclable materials in 2010. 
**Motion** Selectman Bryer made a motion to recommend Article 14. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
CEMETERY IMPROVEMENT EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

Article 15: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Seven Hundred dollars ($700) to be deposited into the previously established Cemetery Improvement Expendable Trust Fund and to fund this appropriation by authorizing the transfer of that amount from the unreserved fund balance as of December 31, 2010.  This amount is the equivalent of the amount received from the sale of cemetery lots in 2010. 
**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 15. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
MILFOIL TREATMENT AND CONTROL PROGRAM EXPENDABLE TRUST

Article 16: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Four Thousand dollars ($4,000) to be deposited into the previously established Milfoil Treatment and Control Program Expendable Trust Fund. 

**Motion** Selectman Holden made a motion to recommend Article 16. Selectman Bryer seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
POLICE SPECIAL DUTY

Article 17: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Fifty Thousand dollars ($50,000) for the purpose of special duty coverage provided by the Northwood Police Department with the intention that all funds expended pursuant to this article be reimbursed by the person/company that requires the coverage. 

**Motion** Selectman Bryer made a motion to recommend Article 17. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
BENEFIT PAY VESTED TIME EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

Article 18: To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Fifteen Thousand dollars ($15,000) to be added to the Benefit Vested Time Expendable Trust Fund previously established. 

**Motion** Selectman Dill made a motion to recommend Article 18. Selectman Holden seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
CABLE EXPENDABLE TRUST FUND

Article 19: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Ten Thousand, Nine Hundred Fifty-two dollars ($10,952) to be deposited into the previously established Cable Expendable Trust Fund and to fund this appropriation by authorizing the transfer of that amount from the unreserved fund balance as of December 31, 2010. This amount is equivalent to 50% of the amount received as cable TV franchise fees in the year 2010. 
Mr. Lemire stated that this article is worded this way due to conversations held previously by the selectmen relative to having a portion of the fees deposited into the general fund. He added that other than taking 50%, the board can have all of the franchise fees deposited into the general fund rather than having all of the franchise fees deposited into this expendable trust fund. 

Selectman Holden stated that currently 100% of the franchise fees are deposited into this trust fund and now we are proposing to only deposit 50% of these funds. He asked who is submitting the proposal. Mr. Lemire stated that he drafted this article based on prior conversations the selectman have had. Selectman Holden asked if the cable committee has discussed this.  

Selectman Dill stated that he would prefer to not present this at this time but would like to research it further for next year. Selectman Bryer requested that it be amended to the full amount. 
Mr. Lemire stated that the full amount is $21,904. 
**Motion** Selectman Holden made a motion to recommend Article 19 with the amount amended to state $21,904 and reflect 100% of the amount received. Selectman Bryer seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously; 3/0.    
FIVE YEAR ROAD PLAN

Article 20: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Twenty-Five Thousand dollars ($25,000) for a five year road plan which will commence in the year 2012 and to hire an engineering firm to conduct a survey of all town roads and produce a plan. The current road plan will expire in 2011. 
Mr. Lemire stated that this amount is an estimate received from CMA Engineering. Selectman Holden stated that he recalls discussion of $5,000 as the amount. Selectman Bryer stated that he recalls discussions and the end result was that this was not the year to propose this. Selectman Holden asked if the highway committee has seen this article. Mr. Lemire replied no. Selectman Holden asked how the selectmen can support an article that has not been reviewed by the highway committee. Selectman Bryer stated that he is not against the idea but would prefer to not vote on this item tonight. Selectman Dill requested that this article be forwarded to the highway committee for discussion. 
OTHER BUSINESS
This article is now Article 20 since the above article has been postponed. 

Article 20:  To transact any other business that can legally come before this meeting.

Selectman Dill requested to revisit Article 1 to amend his vote. Selectman Bryer brought up Article 1 for reconsideration.  

PAVING AT THE TOWN HALL 

Article 1:  To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Forty Thousand dollars ($40,000) to resurface the driveway and parking areas of the Town Hall. This will be a non-lapsing appropriation per RSA 32-7, V and will not lapse until the work is completed, or by December 31, 2012, whichever is sooner. 
Selectman Bryer asked for a vote to not recommend Article 1. Vote passed unanimously; 3/0.    
Selectman Dill stated that he agrees that the paving could wait, if the edges can be fixed with left-over materials.
