New Business
Acceptance of Minutes – June 18th meeting   
Selectman Holden moved the June 18, 2013 minutes as drafted, seconded by Selectman Hadley.  Motion carries; 3/0.
Process various assessing forms and applications (n/a)
Selectman Holden made a motion to approve an Administrative Abatement for Map 109, Lot 19MH:1 in the amount of $385.12, the unit has been abolished and removed.  Also Selectman Holden made a motion to approve an intent to cut timber for Map 205, Lot 1 the property owner has posted the required bond, seconded by Selectman Hadley on both motions.  Motion carries; 3/0.
Approval of manifest (s)
Selectman Holden made a motion to approve the A/P check register dated June 26, 2013 in the amount of $88,648.50, seconded by Selectman Hadley. Motion carries; 3/0.
Selectman Holden made a motion to approve a second check register dated June 26, 2013 in the amount of $1,004.07, seconded by Selectman Hadley.  Motion carries; 3/0.

Selectman Holden made a motion to approve the final A/P check register dated June 26, 2013 in the amount of $584.00, seconded by Selectman Hadley.  Motion carries; 3/0.

Approval of purchase orders

Selectman Holden moved purchase order #9876 dated June 24, 2013 to Exeter Roofing in the amount of $10,360.00 to reroof the Library, seconded by Chairman Bryer. Selectman Hadley asked if everything is on file from Exeter Roofing and if there was a start date.  Mr. Lemire stated there is no start date as of yet but the project has to be finished by July 30, 2013. Motion carries; 3/0.
Miscellaneous Reports
Mr. Lemire provided the board with the Treasurer’s report and the Road Agent Report. 
Miscellaneous Signatures/Approval
Signatures on approved welfare guidelines
Mr. Lemire presented the board (for signatures) the two welfare guideline changes that were approved at the June 18th meeting.
Request for fund raising event at Transfer Station
Mr. Lemire presented the board with a request for a fund raiser to be held at the Transfer Station. Ms. Tammy DeTrude’s daughter is asking to collect aluminum cans as people came in.  Mr. Lemire stated he was not sure if there was a liability for the town so he asked our insurance carrier for guidance.  He was told this activity could increase the town’s liability and would establish a precedent for anyone in the town to fund raise at the Transfer Station.  Selectman Holden made a motion to authorize an individual who attends Coe-Brown to hold a fund raiser at the Transfer Station, seconded by Selectman Hadley.  Chairman Bryer asked if she would be collecting aluminum cans.  Mr. Lemire stated yes and suggested that is a loss of revenue to the town as a whole as well as a potential liability. Mr. Lemire stated the recommendation to the board was that they find another avenue to fund raise because it could be setting a precedent to allow this to happen.  Selectman Holden stated it was a great idea, but unfortunately if you do it for one; you will have others wanting to do the same.  Chairman Bryer asked if this was part of her senior project.  Mr. Lemire stated no, it was for a trip that they will be taking.  
Selectman Hadley read the letter from Primex:  As such, we would not recommend that the town allow this to take place rather the student/family should seek alternate ways to get fellow town’s people to support their cause perhaps by dropping cans off at their home, the school or other venue agreeable to the activity.  Chairman Bryer stated the motion would be to vote no since the motion is already on the table.   Motion defeated; 0/3. 
Suggested animal control ordinance from Mr. Hickey
Mr. Lemire presented the board with suggested animal control ordinances from Mr. Hickey.
Informational Items
Mr. Lemire stated in talking with our auditor and DRA, the fund that was set up for the summer concert series was not set up correctly, as an account was just opened.  DRA stated it has to be a vote of the town meeting, so what has to be done is to ask the trustees of trust funds to remove the money from the fund, but it can only be done with the board’s approval and deposit it in the recreation escrow.  Chairman Bryer asked if this could be earmarked even though it has to go to town meeting that a certain amount of money will be set aside in a reserve account. Discussion continued.  Mr. Lemire stated we need the motion from the board to authorize the trustees to do this. Selectman Holden so moved, seconded by Selectman Hadley. Motion carries; 3/0.
