                                               Minutes of November 12, 2013


Chairman Bryer called the Board of Selectmen’s Meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.
Roll Call:  Chairman Scott Bryer; Selectman Robert Holden, and Town Administrator Brent Lemire.
Absent: Selectman Jim Hadley.
Chairman Bryer led the pledge of allegiance. 

Citizen’s Forum
No citizens present.
Appointments
Ms. Kathleen Coe – Request from Recreation Commission to accept donation
Ms. Coe requested the approval of the board to accept a donation that has been offered to the town.  It is a seven foot tall climbing wall that is made for a playground. She also stated it is a piece of playground equipment donated from Rundlett School in Concord that has closed.
Ms. Coe stated she has asked Primex about our liabilities and has looked into the cost of having it put up and installed.  Mr. Lemire stated that Ms. Coe has consulted with the Recreation Commission, Primex, the Planning Board and the Facilities and Ball Fields Committee.  The Recreation Commission would like to move forward. The Planning Board agrees that formal notification of the board is not necessary.  Primex issued four recommendations which will be followed. Ms. Coe has a plan to perform routine maintenance checks of the equipment and the excavation costs can be taken care of through the highway department.  He also stated the only cost could be absorbed out of the recreation fund is $219.00 just $179.00 for repair parts and $40.00 for some wood fiber. Mr. Lemire stated it would be a good acquisition for the town.
Ms. Coe stated that Primex’s view was it is a standard piece of playground equipment so standard safety rules apply.  Chairman Bryer asked if this counts as the public hearing or do we have to have a public hearing before we accept this.  Mr. Lemire stated we have not posted it as yet. Selectman Holden asked if this was an approved piece of equipment.  Ms. Coe stated yes. Selectman Holden asked if it included climbing ropes, etc. Ms. Coe stated it is not that elaborate of a climbing wall. Selectman Holden made a motion that the Board of Selectmen approve this request subject to any requirements through public hearings, seconded by Chairman Bryer.  Motion carries; 2/0.
Ms. Donna Bunker (Librarian) and the Library Trustees addressed the board, stating that they had a trustee meeting on Friday and they reviewed the Selectmen’s recommendations.  Ms. Bunker stated they wanted to find out if they could restore the book and periodical line to the original budgeted amount of $23,025.00 and reduce the building maintenance line by that amount so the bottom line cut still remains the same. 

Ms. Bunker stated there is money in next year’s budget for the light project and that is being done this year so there is a big portion in that line that will not be needed. Chairman Bryer stated he does not mind moving the money. Mr. Lemire stated we can do it if the vote is taken tonight. Selectman Holden made a motion to re-adjust the budget per the Library Trustees recommendation, seconded by Chairman Bryer. Motion carries; 2/0. 
Voting on 2014 Warrant Articles
Chairman Bryer stated the 2014 Warrant Articles will be voted on at the November 26, 2013 meeting. Mr. Lemire stated that Article 5: (Construction of Highway Maintenance Building will read, To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate a sum not to exceed One hundred forty-five thousand dollars ($145,000) for the purpose of constructing a one-story, two bay maintenance facility for the Highway vehicles.  This will be a non-lapsing appropriation per RSA 32:7, VI and will not lapse until the highway facility is completed or by December 31, 2015, whichever is sooner.) has been listed as non-lapsing in case that construction cannot be completed during 2014.
Selectman Holden read the 2014 Warrant Articles 

Article 1: To choose all necessary officers for the ensuing year.  
Article 2: 2014 Operating Budget, it is not determined.  
Article 3: Ambulance Payment, is to be $48,617.00 
Article 4: Highway Equipment Capital Reserve Deposit is $15,000. 
Article 5: Construction of Highway Maintenance Building is $145,000. 
Article 6: Public Safety Digital Radio Repeater System which is $16,573.00. 
Article 7: Town Hall HVAC System Upgrade cost to be determined. 
Article 8: Lagoon Maintenance and Repair Expendable Trust Fund amount to be determined.  Article 9: Grant Match Expendable Trust in the amount of $15,000.  

Article 10: Facilities Committee Expendable Trust in the amount of $15,000.
Article 11: Transfer Station Expendable Trust Deposit amount to be determined.

Article 12: Cemetery Improvement Expendable Trust Fund amount to be determined.

Article 13: Milfoil Treatment and Control Program Expendable Trust in the amount of $5,000.

Article 14: Benefit Pay Vested Time Expendable Trust Fund in the amount of $15,000.
Article 15: Cable Expendable Trust Fund amount to be determined.
Article 16: Appointment of Town Highway (Road) Agent Non money article. To see if the Town will authorize the selectmen to appoint the town highway (road) agent in accordance with RSA 231:62, rather than electing a highway agent.
Article 17: Northwood’s 250th Anniversary Expendable Trust is new this year. It is to raise $500.00 for Northwood’s 250th Anniversary Expendable Trust which will occur in the year 2023.
