The Town of Northwood (the Town) is soliciting proposals from qualified firms (companies) for Sweeping, binding, laying high quality top coat, doing shoulder work and associated costs for work on Old Mountain and Lucas pond Roads. Work to be completed no later than October 23rd 2015.

Scope of Work
Work will consist of the following list:

Old Mountain Rd. West from Route 43, to the end of the pavement, approximately 7920’ X 24’ (or existing road width):

Lucas Pond Rd. East from Route 43 to just beyond the driveway of address 228 Lucas pond road; approximately 5280’ X 24’ (or existing road width):

Both roads will require:

Sweeping the entire road to remove debris, dirt and unwanted articles that will inhibit the binding of the top coat to the existing bituminous base.
Tack roadway with metered tanker

Leveling, compacting and graveling the shoulders 

Clearing road side ditches to allow for water to run off the road way and through the ditches. 

Paving 1 1/2” top coat with 9.5mm super pave top
Crack seal substantial cracks in the base coat prior to paving 

General Information
Award of Contract – The Board of Selectmen will review the proposals and make final selection.  The Town of Northwood reserves the right to reject any, all, or portions of proposals or accept the proposal the Town deems to be in its best interest, regardless of the lowest proposal amount. The Town reserves the right to request additional data or information or a presentation in support of written proposals, however, the Town may award a contract based on the offers received, without additional submissions. The proposal should be submitted on the most favorable terms, from all aspects, which the contractor can submit. The Town reserves all rights to negotiate with the contractor of its choice based not solely upon cost alone, but on the qualifications and ability of the contractor to perform, consistent with the Town’s intent, requirements, time schedule, and funds availability. The Town further reserves the right to: 
· Not award a contract for the requested services; 

· Waive any irregularities or informalities in any proposals; 





· Accept the proposal deemed to be the most beneficial to the public and the Town; 
· Negotiate and accept, without advertising, the proposal of any other company in the event a contract cannot be successfully negotiated with the selected firm; and

· Retain products submitted by companies for its own use at its sole discretion. 

Pricing: All prices should include all labor, material costs, shipping and any discounts offered.  Additional labor or material costs will not be paid. 
Payment: The town of Northwood reserves the right to withhold twenty five percent (25%) of the total contract amount until a final inspection of the project is completed by the Town and all work and material it is determined to be completed satisfactorily.  

Tied Proposal: When identical low proposals are received with respect to price, delivery, and quality, preference may be given to the local proponent. Any proponent having a local agent who is a bona fide resident of the town is considered to be local.

Governing law: All contracts entered into by the town shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Hampshire.  
Cold Weather addendum: The Town of Northwood is committed to building and maintaining high-quality roads.  To ensure a high quality product for its residents, all road construction including, reclaiming road, paving, laying top coat or other road construction and maintenance work that is influenced by cold temperatures is not to be done with road temperatures below 40 degrees Fahrenheit.
Submission Information

All Respondents shall:
1. Return a signed copy of the attached Cost Proposal sheet;

2. Show evidence of familiarity with work of comparable scope and size;

3. Provide a certificate of insurance to cover the period of the contract for General   Liability in the highest amount held by the company;
4. Identify proposed equipment to perform work; and

5. At the Company’s discretion supply the Town with the Company’s qualifications, experience, and references.

6. At the Company’s discretion request to walk the planned construction site before bidding to gain clarification on town requirements.
