The Town of Northwood is issuing a Request for Proposal (RFP) to remove and replace two cement pads at the transfer station on which is the municipal waste compactor.

Scope of Service
1. The Contractor will be responsible for the following scope of work
a. Remove two existing slabs

b. Remove the old slabs and dispose of as required by NH Law.

c. Excavate the subgrade under the removed pads and replace with eight (8) inches of crushed stone
d. Excavate a trench and install drains that connect to existing drainage

e. Pour two new six (6) inch thick, reinforced, concrete pads: 12 X 70 feet and 12 X 35 feet.

f. Broom finish the top of the new pads and cut control joints as needed

g. Backfill the two new slabs

h. Seal the new concrete
2. Contractor will deliver four (4) copies of the Proposal which is clearly marked as such. 
General Information

Award of Contract – The Board of Selectmen will review the proposals and make final selection.  The Town of Northwood reserves the right to reject any, all, or portions of proposals or accept the proposal the Town deems to be in its best interest, regardless of the lowest proposal amount. The Town reserves the right to request additional data, information or a presentation in support of written proposals, however the Town may award a contract based on the offers received, without additional submissions. The proposal should be submitted on the most favorable terms, from all aspects, which the contractor can submit. The Town reserves all rights to negotiate with the contractor of its choice based not solely upon cost alone, but on the qualifications and ability of the contractor to perform, consistent with the Town’s intent, requirements, time schedule, and funds availability. The Town further reserves the right to: 
· Not award a contract for the requested services; 

· Waive any irregularities or informalities in any proposals; 





· Accept the proposal deemed to be the most beneficial to the public and the Town; 

· Negotiate and accept, without advertising, the proposal of any other company in the event a contract cannot be successfully negotiated with the selected firm; and

· Retain products submitted by companies for its own use at its sole discretion. 

Liquidated Damages Clause:  If the Contractor shall neglect, fail, or refuse to complete the Work within the time specified for Substantial Completion in the Contract, then the Contractor does hereby agree, as a part consideration for the awarding of this Contract, to pay to the Owner, as liquidated damages and not as a penalty, the sum of $100 per day for each calendar day beyond the dates set forth in the Agreement that the Contractor fails to achieve Substantial Completion for the Project.  Said amount is agreed to be a reasonable estimate of the amount of damages which the Owner will sustain and said amount shall be deducted from any monies due or that may become due to the Contractor, and if said monies are insufficient to cover said damages, then the Contractor shall pay the amount of the difference. The Town reserves the right to waive this clause as it sees fit.

Indemnification Agreement: The contractor will protect, defend and indemnify the Town of Northwood, its officers, agents, servants, volunteers and employees from any and all liabilities, claims, liens, fines, demands and costs, including legal fees, of whatsoever kind and nature which may result in injury or death to any persons, including the Contractor’s own employees, and for loss or damage to any property, including property owned or in the care, custody or control of The Town of Northwood in connection with or in any way incident to or arising out of the occupancy, use, service, operations, performance or non-performance of work in connection with this contract resulting in whole or in part from negligent acts or omissions of contractor, any sub-contractor, or any employee, agent or representative of the contractor or any sub-contractor.
Pricing: All prices should include all labor, material costs, shipping and any discounts offered. 

Payment: The town of Northwood reserves the right to withhold twenty-five percent (25%) of the total contract amount until a final inspection of the project is completed by the Town and all work and material it is determined to be completed satisfactorily.

Tied Proposal: When identical low proposals are received with respect to price, delivery, and quality, preference may be given to the local proponent. Any proponent having a local agent who is a bona fide resident of the town is considered to be local.

Governing law: All contracts entered into by the town shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Hampshire.  

Term of Contract: The work is required to be completed within the time frame of July 1, 2016 and August 30, 2016. 
Termination of Contract:  Termination without cause. Either party may terminate the contract by giving thirty (30) days written notice to the other party 
Contract Amendment: Changes mutually agreed upon by the Town and the Contractor, will be incorporated into this contract by written amendments signed by both parties.
