Handicapped Bathrooms
Suzie Mills brought up the fact that there is still business concerns in town that regulations are not being applied equally. We reviewed issues that Birch Tree Studio faced and continue to face. One problem that happens is that business owners are not aware that planning board approval is not the final step for them to open their business. It must be relayed to new businesses that there will be building and fire code approvals that must be met in addition to planning board approval and those issues can be significant. What happens is that business owners feel like they are being targeted because just when they think they are all done and have spent significant funds they are given another list of regulations that must be met. This is an important area for town staff to improve upon when giving information at the town hall. Scott Bryer will relay these thoughts to the Planning Board.
