Tabled as Tim Colby was absent. Committee members are aware that the Board of Selectmen (BOS) wishes to meet with TSAC at a future BOS meeting. All committee members viewed the BOS posted meeting of 6/9/20 (YouTube on website).
Chris reviewed his proposal to the BOS to contract with Waste Management/Turnkey for plastic and cardboard recycling rather than NRRA. Chris states there is a significant cost difference.

Chris stated that Pinard takes more than one town on its receiving pad and if a section is contaminated, the entire platform is rejected.

Chris stated two new employees have been hired at the facility.

Chris stated Coe Brown students will pass out new stickers and thus, the committee will not be needed for this process. They will give up to 3 stickers per household for registered vehicles per tax payer household. Chris will review the committee plans for seasonal rentals as described by Viena Dow.
Viena asked if the Swap shop can reopen and Chris stated he will request permission from the BOS.

Committee discussed the continued lack of patron supervision by facility staff with examples of contaminated pizza boxes in the paper/plastic area, as well as, recyclables in the municipal trash. The committee encourages Chris to have the staff visible to patrons.
