Viena reports the Board of Selectmen (BOS) have approved the proposed procedure. The committee will develop educational materials for the process. Implementation of new sticker distribution will be in April 2020. 
Viena reports she is in the process of finding 3 bids for the cement pad/paving (9000 sq. ft.).
Viena reported the beginning of the new plastic/cardboard program implemented 2/22/20. The first load for hauling was 3.9 tons at $105 per ton, $409 tipping, $225 hauling for a total bill of $634.50.

Viena states the loads should be higher once the new cement pad aligns and allows the machinery to work properly. 

Viena reports we will gain added revenue with this plan.

Viena reported that we have 3 quotes for a storage trailer to be located in old steel can area for the purpose of storing TVs and electronics. The rationale for storage is to optimize the amount of materials for hauling as we currently have small hauls at high expense. This change should result in a significant cost savings. The cost of the trailer will range from $2800-4000 and will be paid for with Expendable Trust funds.

Viena spoke to Bonnie at NRRA for Composters and Compost pails to be sold at cost at the Transfer Station.
